Mid August - September 2003

Political News

The prime ministers of the Baltic States, Poland and Finland signed a joint statement calling for measures to implement infrastructure projects in the Baltic Sea region at the Baltic Council of Ministers session in Vilnius. It specifically mentioned the Rail Baltica railroad project and the linking of the Polish-Lithuanian and Estonian-Finnish electricity systems. European Commission Vice President Loyola de Palacio told the meeting that the projects could be included on the EU list of priority projects only if all involved countries adopted a deal on implementing them. She noted that the EU normally co-funds only 10 percent of power network connection projects, but this might be increased to 20 percent.
President Rolandas Paksas met with Estonian Prime Minister Juhan Parts and during discussion agreed that more attention should be devoted to the three strategic infrastructure projects of the Baltic states: the Via Baltica highway, the Rail Baltica railway, and the connection of the electrical systems of Lithuania and Poland, as well as those of Estonia and Finland. Parts agreed and also noted Estonia's efforts for greater cooperation in the energy sector as Eesti Energia's bid for one of the two Lithuanian electricity-distribution companies and it is interested in the possible construction of another nuclear-power plant at Ignalina. 

Similar conversation about strategic energy and transport infrastructure projects took place between Lithuanian and Polish prime ministers. They talked about the reconstruction of motorways Via Baltica and Rail Baltica as well as a power bridge between the two countries. 
The European Bank for Reconstruction and Development has confirmed plans to take part in the project to link Lithuania's and Poland's power distribution grids. The bank agrees to provide its capital in implementing this project, and it could become a shareholder of a joint venture. The power companies of the two countries decided to establish a joint venture to prepare the project in July. Its future depends on the receipt of aid from the EU.
Parliamentary deputy Kazimiera Prunskiene told a press conference in Vilnius that during her visit to France, she received promises from the heads of the French Energy Department to help finance studies on the possibility of Lithuania building another nuclear power plant. Prunskiene heads the parliamentary commission dealing with problems created by the closing of the Ignalina atomic power plant, noted that specialists from the companies Areva and Framatome ANP, a subsidiary of Siemens, are conducting preparatory work for the study, which is expected to cost about 700,000-800,000 litas. The Lithuanian government has only provided 100,000 litas for the study.

Former President Valdas Adamkus said in an interview that he will not be a candidate in the next parliamentary elections in the fall of 2004. He, however, pledged to work so that center-right candidates would win a majority in Seimas. Adamkus also mentioned that he had not decided whether he would run for a seat in the European Parliament next year. The Liberal and Center Union hoped that he would agree to head its list and, if elected, would be nominated as a candidate for the European Parliament's vice chairman.

After a month of training in Denmark, 97 Lithuanian peacekeepers departed to serve in the French-controlled sector near the city of Mitrovica in northern Kosovo. They will serve for six months in the Baltic Squadron of a Danish battalion in which soldiers from Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania participate on a rotating basis. Their main tasks will be patrolling, convoying, escorting, and collecting illegal weapons as well as observing the implementation of international obligations, assisting humanitarian organizations, and ensuring the safety of the local population. 

Also peacekeeping troops from the Grand Duchess Birute Motorized Infantry Battalion moved to their deployment zone in Iraq, the town of Al-Hillah some 100 kilometers south of Baghdad. They will be serving in the sector controlled by Poland.

After a meeting with President Rolandas Paksas, Defense Minister Linas Linkevicius said Lithuania will soon decide whether to continue or terminate its various international peacekeeping missions. The country now has 270 soldiers serving in Iraq, Afghanistan, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia, and Kosovo. Linkevicius informed the president about plans to simplify procedures for sending Lithuanian troops to international missions. Presidential spokesman Rosvaldas Gorbaciovas mentioned that the mission in Kosovo might be terminated, and a decision should be made concerning the mission in Afghanistan.

Former Chairman of Conservative Party, Vytautas Landsbergis, during press conference informed that he is worried about the failure of the current ruling coalition to extend the 2000 agreement among Lithuanian political parties to spend at least 2 percent of GDP on defense for another four years. He expressed the fear that the agreement, which expires in May 2004, might not be extended, as the interests of the state might be sacrificed for the interests of the ruling party. Deputies of the ruling Social Democratic Party rejected the charges, saying that there is no need to hurry to extend the agreement because it is still valid. Parliament Deputy Chairman Vytenis Andriukaitis even said that the debate could wait until September 2004 as a topic for the parliamentary elections.

Agriculture Minister Jeronimas Kraujelis signed a decree dismissing Evaldas Cijauskas from position of director of the National Payment Agency. This Agency gave 200.000 litas to a fictitious poultry farm project. Cijauskas initially refused to resign, but was left with no choice after it was revealed that his wife was given an interest-free loan from a businessman shortly before his company received 650,000 litas in SAPARD funds.

The State Secrets Protection Coordination Commission rejected the appeals of the seven  diplomats who had worked in Russia and Belarus and submitted their resignations in July. The diplomats requested that their access to classified information be restored. The commission ruled that the diplomats were involved in unlawful relations and thus became vulnerable and urged that the evidence that does not affect further investigation be made public.

After meeting with President prosecutor-general Antanas Klimavicius informed that 20 persons will be charged of depleting money at Mazeikiai Nafta and causing harm to the country's economy. He said that the partially state-owned company had suffered losses of 1.5 billion litas of which some 800 million litas was caused by criminal actions. Among the persons to be indicted are two former ministers, a deputy minister, and three U.S. citizens who worked for Williams International, one of the owners and managing partner of the oil complex. Klimavicius did not name any date for a trial, noting that all suspects have the right to read the over 200 volumes of case material. He did not mention the names of the former ministers, but the press has indicated that they are Conservative Party members Sigitas Kaktys and Rimantas Didziokas.

Economy

Lithuania has overtaken Estonia as the leader in terms of foreign direct investments, for which the Baltic States have been competing actively. Last year, Lithuania attracted more foreign direct investments than Latvia or Estonia - USD 207 per capita.

The Finance Ministry announced that in the first seven months of this year the national budget (central and local) had gathered 6.1 billion litas, that’s an increase of 138 million litas or 2.3 percent compared to the same period last year and 24 million litas more than forecast. 

Central revenues were 5.2 billion litas or 124 million litas more than last year and 10 million litas more than the forecast. Local revenues were 900 million or 14 million litas more than forecast.

Lithuania's current account balance in July was negative at 180.4 million litas, with the deficit shrinking  34.3 million litas month-on-month. However, the deficit increased by 62.5 million litas from July 2002. 
The International Monetary Fund (IMF) issued a report, which praised Lithuania's great economic growth with low rate of inflation and noted that it was among the few EU candidate countries performing in line with the Maastricht criterion and capable of fast integration into the euro zone. The report mentioned that the unemployment rate and external current account deficit remained high and should be reduced. It also warned that there should be no increase in state expenditures prior to the parliamentary elections in 2004.

The IMF has urged Lithuania to continue its stable economic policy and reforms, at the same time holding public spending. The Lithuanian economy is growing faster than expected, but the high unemployment rate and the current account deficit call for a stable macroeconomic policy, the fund said. 
After Lithuania becomes a full EU member, the prices of many imported goods are bound to increase. Business news magazine “Verslo Zinios” has written that about 30 percent of imported goods, mainly from non-EU states, will go up in price by about 5.6 percent on average. 
The dropping prices of food products, garments and footwear have led to a consumer price deflation of 0.7 percent in August. So far this year, inflation was registered only in March and June, when consumer prices went up by 0.3 percent and 0.1 percent, respectively. 
Annual deflation in August 2003 (August 2003 against August 2002) made up 1.1 percent. The same deflation was observed at the corresponding period of previous year (in August 2002 against August 2001 – 1.1 percent).

In the first half of the year retail sales amounted to 8.14 billion litas or 10.2 percent greater than in same period in 2002. Among items showing the greatest increases were the sales of automobiles and motorcycles (15.1 percent). 

The Statistics Department announced that preliminary data from customs declarations indicated that in the first seven months of the year Lithuania's imports and exports were valued at 16.39 billion litas and 12.17 billion litas. The trade deficit declined to 4.22 billion litas and was 8.3 per cent lower compared to the corresponding period last of the year. 

The most important partners in exports in January-July were Russia (11.6 per cent), followed by Switzerland (11.3 per cent), Germany (9.9 per cent) and Latvia  (9.4 per cent). The most significant partners in imports were Russia (21.5 per cent), Germany (16.3 per cent), Poland (5.0 per cent) and Italy (4.4 per cent). 

Changes in exports and imports
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The Labor Exchange announced on September that the number of registered unemployed persons at the beginning of the month was 157,900, or some 4,000 more than in the previous month. The unemployment rate increased from 9.5 to 9.7 percent.

Average monthly gross earnings in the country’s economy in the 2nd quarter of 2003 made up 1163.8 litas and against the 2nd quarter of 2002 climbed by 4.5 per cent, in the public sector were 1193.2 litas and grew by 4.7 per cent; while in the private sector were 1137.6 litas and rose by 4.5 per cent.

Over seven months of the current year compared to the corresponding period of previous year,  7.8% less foreigners visited Lithuania.

Over January–July of the current year 2116.7 thousand foreigners visited Lithuania. The majority of guests arrived from the neighboring countries: Latvia (27.8%), Russia (26.6%), Belarus (13.8%), Poland (9.8%). Compared with the previous year, though the number of visitors from Belarus (20.3%), Russia (16.1%), Latvia (11.1%), dropped, the number of visitors from the United Kingdom (51.6%), Poland (18.6%), Finland (14.7%), Germany (13.1%) rose.

Over the seven months the current year 2031.8 thousand Lithuanian residents visited foreign countries. It is  2.1% less than over the same period of previous year.

The Statistics Department released data indicating that builders in Lithuania carried out construction work worth 992 million litas in the second quarter of the year, up 28 percent over the same period last year. The greatest share of the work, 38 percent, was for the construction of new buildings. Thirty percent of the work was renovations, 27 percent was reconstruction, and 5 percent was other jobs. The construction was carried out primarily -- 69 percent – in the districts of Vilnius, Kaunas, and Klaipeda. The department also announced that investments in the construction sector during the period totaled 2.07 billion litas. Only 178 million litas of this sum, or 8.6 percent, was for residential buildings, with 1.3 billion litas, or 62.7 percent, for engineering structures and reconstruction.

Russian Ambassador to Lithuania Juryi Zubakov, in a farewell meeting told Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas that Russia will provide Lithuania with the results of environmental-impact and safety studies conducted on the D-6 oil field in the Baltic Sea as soon as they are received. Zubakov also told reporters after the meeting that preparations have begun for Russian President Vladimir Putin to visit Lithuania, although an exact date has not yet been set. The visit would be a follow up to Lithuanian President Valdas Adamkus' visit to Moscow in the spring of 2001, and would be the first ever by a Russian president to Lithuania.

So far Russia presented only study done by one Russian institute, and former Lithuanian President Valdas Adamkus said that this information is just collection of documents that do not reflect real safety matters. He noted that he would try to use his position as an UNESCO ambassador of Good Will to obtain foreign support to pressure Russia to stop its plans of drilling for oil near the Curonian Spit. 

Vilnius city municipality decided to change their fuel supplier, Lukoil Baltija, and announced a tender for a new fuel supplier. 
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Some 50 people, organized by the Sajudis movement and other public organizations, gathered at the Russian Embassy in Vilnius at the end of August to protest Lukoil plans to extract oil from the Baltic Sea and Russia pay some 80 billion litas for damages inflicted on Lithuania during the Soviet occupation. 

National gas utility Lietuvos Dujos is looking into the possibility of laying a pipeline to Visaginas and the Ignalina nuclear power plant. The pipeline would be needed to supply gas to power houses that would supply heating and steam to Visaginas after the nuclear power station is decommissioned. 
Dujotekana and Geonafta have decided to continue looking into the possibility of constructing underground gas storage in western Lithuania. A feasibility study will be carried out by the German RWE energy group's subsidiary ESK in eight months.

Panevezio Energija is planning to build a thermal power station in Panevezys to supply electricity and heat to the city. The new project will be presented to banks next summer. The project cost is estimated at up to 108 million litas, with 15 million litas likely to be contributed by Denmark. 
Lithuanian Railways and Finnish company ABB OY have signed contract on modernization of a power supply system on railway Kaisiadorys-Radviliskis. The project with the value exceeding EUR 10 million is to be financed from ISPA funds.
The Butinge oil terminal, part of the Mazeikiu Nafta oil group, reloaded 7.5 million tons of crude oil in January through August this year, up 160 percent as compared with the same period last year.

Lithuania's Ukio Bankas is investing 50 million USD in real estate in Moscow, one of the world's most expensive cities. Ukio Bankas representatives say the bank is building an office centre in Moscow, 1 km from the Kremlin. They do not exclude the possibility of selling it after the project is completed. 
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Comliet Kaliningrad, a company of the Lithuanian Comliet Group, says it has successfully established itself in Russia's Kaliningrad region. Even though the Russian market is considered risky, the company says it has already carried out projects worth over 1 million litas since December last year.
Privatization 
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he Lithuanian Privatisation Commission has approved the draft agreement on the sell-off of the Lithuanian distillery Stumbras. The State Assets Fund is to sign the deal with the winner of the Stumbras privatisation tender, Mineraliniai Vandenys, as soon as the Government approves it. 
Meanwhile alcohol wholesaler Bennet Distributors has asked the Vilnius County Court to declare the Stumbras distillery privatisation not valid. The court is also asked to instruct the State Assets Fund to allow Bennet Distributors to improve its bid in the tender for the Stumbras company.
The largest Baltic alcohol distributor, Latvijas Balzams, also filed a request with the Vilnius District Court on asking for a suspension of the decision made by the State Property Fund. General Director of Latvijas Balzams also sent a letter to Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas proposing a meeting with government representatives in London to discuss the situation before appealing for international arbitration. Latvijas Balzams rejects State Property Fund claims that his company is unreliable and said their company should have won the privatization tender as it had made the highest bid. 

Privatisation of the other alcohol company, producer of sparkling wine and soft drinks, Alita, is also involved in difficulties. 

Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas has requested for additional information on the winner of the privatisation tender, Italian citizen  Luigiterzo Bosca. He also asked the State Property  Fund to evaluate some negative reports received from the state security agencies about this person who is suspected in relations with Kaunas’ criminal world. 
Lithuania's Competition Council has authorised the acquisition of an 82.27-percent stake in distillery Vilniaus Degtine by Sobieski Dystrybucja. The Council decided that the privatisation deal would create a marginal effect on the degree of share concentration and no dominating market position. 
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Russia's state-owned gas monopoly Gazprom submitted a revised bid for a 34 percent stake in the Lithuanian natural-gas utility Lietuvos Dujos. Gazprom's new bid would pay 91 million litas with an additional 9 million-litas premium if Lithuania does not introduce any restrictions on gas prices for large industrial users. Gazprom previously offered to pay 80 million litas, although German energy companies Ruhrgas and EON Energie jointly paid 116 million litas for a similar stake in June 2002. 

The Lithuanian Liberal and Centre Union has asked the Seimas to make the government postpone the privatisation of Lietuvos Dujos until January 1, 2004, to resolve disagreements on the subject among natural gas consumers, consumer rights organisations, experts and political parties.
However, despite of these efforts, the Lithuanian government has approved the sale of Lietuvos Dujos to Gazprom. 
At the request of the Danish company Trident Marine, the Vilnius District Court ordered the suspension of the privatization of the country's leading shipping company, Lietuvos Juru Laivininkyste. The State Property Fund had rejected the bid of Trident Marine in July, explaining that it had received information from Lithuanian security institutions that the company was unreliable. 

The Lithuanian government has approved the plans of the Kaunas local council to privatise a major national coach operator, Kautra. So far, Kautra is 100-percent owned by the Kaunas city council, which is planning to open an international privatisation tender for the company this year.
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The Lithuanian State Property Fund has started accepting applications from potential bidders for the country's power grid companies to be privatised. Applications will be accepted for the initial screening of bidders for the Rytu Skirstomieji Tinklai and Vakaru Skirstomieji Tinklai power grids. 

Gunnar Okk, the executive director and board chairman of Eesti Energia, announced that his company will make a bid to acquire a 71.35 percent stake in the distribution company Rytu Skirstomieji Tinklai. The state-owned Eesti Energia fulfills all the requirements for participation in the contest, but has not yet decided whether it will do so alone or with an unnamed Western investor. In any case, it will face serious competition from other energy companies that have expressed their interest in buying the company, including Germany's E.ON Energie, Finland's Fortum, France's Electricite de France, Poland's Polskie Sieci Elektroenergetyczne, and the U.S. group

AES. Two Lithuanian bidders are consortiums formed by owners of Vilniaus Prekyba and Achema Group. 

Experts say that competition is rather tough among potential investors in Lithuania's two power grid companies offered for privatisation. They say the eastern grid Rytu Skirstomieji Tinklai and the western Vakaru Skirstomieji Tinklai are likely to be sold at prices above the set initial price. 
The government has decided to buy a 47.3-percent stake in the crisis-stricken Alytaus Tekstile for 1 million litas from the current majority shareholder, Hong Kong-based company Asean Interests, which agrees to sell the shares in exchange for a truce over its failure to honour its commitments under the AT privatisation deal. 
Asean Interests, which is almost bankrupt, had never fully completed its pledge of major investments in Alytus Tekstile, which is facing bankruptcy. As it is the major employer and the largest heat and water consumer in Alytus, the closure of Alytus Tekstile would have a catastrophic effect on the city.

Important Legal Acts

President Paksas signed a decree submitting Lithuania's EU Accession Treaty to Seimas for the ratification. The more-than-5,000-page document, signed in Athens on 16 April by 15 EU member and 10 candidate countries, will enter into force after all 25 parliaments ratify it. So far EU members Denmark and Germany, and candidates Cyprus, Malta, the Czech Republic, and Poland have ratified it.

At an extraordinary parliament session on 2 September, Seimas approved the European Union Accession Treaty, which was presented by Foreign Minister Antanas Valionis. He also noted that the parliament will still have to pass 90 Euro-integration laws before the country officially joins the EU, planned for 1 May.

Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas said that the government will propose to Seimas to postpone the imposition of significantly higher land taxes until next year. He also declared that his government was not planning to introduce a new real estate tax, but would call for increasing the salaries of 45,000 public sector employees such as teachers, doctors, cultural workers, and civil servants.

When the new land tax rules will take effect, commercial land is expected to go up in price by about 147 percent on average, whereas land used for industrial production will become 40 percent more expensive.
Anyone purchasing for over  10,000 litas will now have to be reported by the seller to the State Tax Inspectorate under a draft tax administration law. Meanwhile, experts say that measures of this nature are inefficient in countering tax evasion. 

This decision was heavily critisized by Free Market Institute, business associations, and private companies. 
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Information Technologies

The Lithuanian government has approved the detailed plan for information society development this year. Under the plan, the government is to spend 117 million litas on IT projects, with another 315.73 million litas planned for next year. 

GNT Lietuva, a computer hardware and software wholesaler, forecasts that Lithuania's IT market will grow by nearly 15-20 percent this year. Market growth in the first six moths this year was 6-7 percent while last year it reached 27 percent. 
Lietuvos Telekomas, Lithuania's fixed-line telephony operator, has announced a cut of up to 70 percent in fixed-line call rates. It is also slashing the rates of its Internet service Atviras Takas by 77 percent at off-peak times. The changes will take effect on September 1.

More than 670 participants from 72 countries have for the first time gathered to the World IT Forum, WITFOR-Vilnius 2003. The aim of the forum is to prepare information development strategies and projects for developing and economically strengthening countries. 
The three-day forum was organized by the Lithuanian government and the International Federation for Information Processing, under the patronage of the International Telecommunications Union and UNESCO. Participants included representatives of world-known companies, as vice presidents from Microsoft, Cisco Systems, Oracle, Hewlett-Packard, IBM and many others.
