Political News

Seimas commission that investigated the presidential scandal has presented its conclusions to Seimas and public, saying the president is vulnerable due to shady ties surrounding him. The conclusions were approved by seven members of the commission, with one voting against and one abstaining.
Commission invited and questioned several former Paksas advisers, state officials that had relations with Mrs. Renata Smailyte or were suspected in suspicious activities, based on State Security Department information. 

Commission has rejected the president's request to be interviewed in writing. The commission stated that it is convinced that a public hearing would increase the president's authority, and, in case if there would be additional questions, it would not be possible to complete commission work on time, if answers were provided in written. 
Seimas has approved the conclusions of its commission. The commission's conclusions were approved after discussions without any amendments by 68 votes in favour, 13 against and nine abstentions.
After reviewing commission conclusions, Prime Minister changed his position and said that charges are serious, and it would be better if president resign, instead of starting impeachment procedure, which may have negative impact on image of the country. 

Position of Seimas Chairman, Arturas Paulauskas, was even firmer, and he made it clear that President Rolandas Paksas should resign. 
Rolandas Paksas and his staff agreed that the heads of his six advisory groups should submit letters of resignation. The advisers were: Rosvaldas Gorbaciovas (press spokesman), Dalia Kutraite-Giedraitiene (domestic policy), Jonas Ragauskas (economic issues), Alvydas Medalinskas (foreign affairs), Ona Buisiene (legal issues), and Remigijus Acas (national security). 
Later Ragauskas returned back to work. 
Deputy Defence Minister Jonas Gecas will not be appointed as the Lithuanian president's new national security adviser. Most likely Mr. Gecas, although initially agreed to join President’s office, later changed his mind. 

New adviser of foreign affairs will be Mr. Vaitiekumas, former ambassador for Latvia. 

Rolandas Paksas, who was under increasing pressure to cancel visit to USA, informed U.S. Ambassador to Lithuania Steven D. Mull of his decision not to go to United States.  However, some analysts said that President changed his position only after it became clear that US President George Bush is not willing to receive Paksas.

Speaking to reporters after this announcement, both Brazauskas and Paulauskas called the decision a first step in the process of resignation.

Aside from governmental officials, leading Lithuanian intellectuals and members of the Lithuanian-American community also urged Paksas not to go to the American capital.
Information appeared that Prime Minister of Italy might postpone his visit to Lithuania, which was planed on March 2004; also Paksas’ visit to Ukraine may not happen as planned. 

The Constitutional Court has started hearing the case in which President Rolandas Paksas is accused of breach of his swear and constitution. The court is looking into the circumstances of awarding Lithuanian citizenship to Paksas' main election campaign sponsor, Yurij Borisov in April 2003. Initial hearing showed that evidently some legal procedures were broken, one of which is that President office did not ask State Security Department to provide information about Borisov. 

The Lithuanian Prosecutor Office froze the accounts of Aviabaltika, the company of Yurij Borisov, the main election campaign sponsor of Rolandas Paksas. These accounts have been frozen to prevent money squandering while investigations into Aviabaltika's transactions continue. 

After search at Borisov home and Aviabaltika office unofficial information appeared that a kind of draft and not signed agreement between Borisov and Paksas was found in Borisov computer. According to it, Borisov might have demanded 18 million USD from the president for broken promises. Based on information available, Borisov was committed to paying Paksas 1.1 million USD in cash, while Paksas agreed to pay back the sum, appoint Borisov as presidential adviser and help revise Lithuania’s laws regulating trade in strategic commodities so as to Borisov’s Aviabaltika certain advantages, award Borisov with State medals, invite to official visits, arrange meetings for him with politicians, harm main competitor pf Aviabaltika, company Helisota. However, Prosecutor General say that this document could be only dreams or remarks of Mr. Borisov. 
There are suspicions that Borisov attempted to blackmail the president, although Paksas had denied any pressure from Borisov. 

Other interesting document found in Borisov computer was draft of plan "Strekoza", aimed to destabilize Lithuania, and ensure a victory for the Liberal Democratic Party in the 2004 Seimas elections. The plan called for discrediting the ruling Social Democrats and New Union by finding "documents" in Russia about how Jukos gained control of Mazeikiai Nafta by bribing the Social Democrats. Paksas commented that this plan is "nonsense” or comparable to plan to invade Mars. It is suspected that plan was prepared with the help of russian company “Almax”. 

Two “Almax” employees, Mr. Potnin and Mrs. Zatonskaja, were found in Borisov home working on a special newspaper defending Borisov. Later this newspaper was printed with circulation over 1 million copies and distributed for free. Also they had recommendations for President’s behavior during scandal, it was advised not to go to Seimas commission and start visiting countryside towns where most of Paksas supporters reside. 

“Almax” specialists are believed to have participated in Paksas’ election campaign last year, although campaign organizers have denied such information. 

Several meetings took place in Vilnius in Daukantas Square in front of the Presidential Palace during end of November and December. Ones were organized by protesters who called for the president’s resignation and others who support Paksas. 
Some 400 known cultural and social persons have signed an appeal to Rolandas Paksas calling on him to resign and thus preserve the authority of the presidential institution. Some people returned State awards back to President’s office. 
Lithuanian Catholic bishops have made a public appeal to the Lithuanian people, saying the political crisis of the president is turning into a moral crisis of society and is increasing social tension. The bishops said the present situation has faced President Rolandas Paksas with the truth, so he should resign. Cardinal Audrys Juozas Backis said: "If Rolandas Paksas listened to his conscience and took responsibility for all the people of Lithuania rather than just part of them, he could take a resolute decision, bringing peace and making a beautiful Christmas present to Lithuania." However, Paksas response was that bishops do not represent opinion of all Catholics and he will not listen to this advise and will not resign.

Seimas started collection of signatures to initiative the impeachment process. By Tuesday, December 16, 86 parliamentarians signed supporting the impeachment document. 36 signatures are needed to formally initiative the impeachment, and 85 are necessary to discharge the president from office. Among those who signed the document were members of the ruling Social Democratic coalition and the Social Liberals, the oppositional Liberal and Center Union and the Conservatives, as well as the Farmers and New Democracy Party. 

The president is accused of making six violations of his swear and of the constitution. 

Politicians have called for the process to be fast in order to discontinue Lithuania’s growing isolation and concentrate on challenges of next year. 

However, President keeps his firm position and denies any wrongdoing, at the same time saying that he will not resign not depending how many signatures will be collected for starting impeachment procedure in Seimas . 

Premier Algirdas Brazauskas said it would be bad if an impeachment process were launched, but he also was not able to convince Paksas to resign. 
The initiators of the impeachment say they will seek to collect more than 85 signatures to demonstrate that they have enough influence to actually remove the president. 

On 9 December, the European Union foreign ministers approved the draft European Security Strategy, which should be adopted in the European Council on 12-13 December in Brussels.  

In the opinion of Lithuanian Foreign Minister Antanas Valionis, the European Security Strategy indicates the beginning of a new stage in the EU consolidation. “The EU becomes not solely strong economic community, but political and security community as well. And this corresponds to our national interests,” Minister Valionis stated.  He also underlined that NATO and the transatlantic link remained the base for the European security.  

“We are satisfied that the EU Security Strategy clearly states the key role of NATO in ensuring security. I also evaluate positively the idea that the EU will closely cooperate with NATO and will strive to maintain the transatlantic link,” the Minister pointed out. 
Transparency International's "Corruption Perceptions Index 2003" ranked Estonia 33rd, with 5.5 points on the 10-point scale; Lithuania 41st with 4.7; and Latvia 57th with 3.8. Last year, the three countries were rated 29th, 36th, and 52nd, respectively. The index is based on a 10-point system with Finland being listed as the least-corrupt state, with a rating of 9.7, and Bangladesh the most corrupt with a rating of 1.3. Only 38 countries of the 133 listed on the index had a rating above 5, the dividing line between countries with low corruption and those plagued by the problem.

The cities of Vilnius and Kaunas presented a joint strategic-development plan which could allow the new "dual city" to be granted Euro City status by the European Union. The plan calls for joint development of transportation and infrastructure such as the Vilnius-Kaunas highway, modernization of the railway, as well as development of river navigation, both cities' airports, and cargo-handling facilities. The projects total some 5 billion litas. The two metropolitan areas currently account for 54 percent of Lithuania's GDP, and nearly 40 percent of the country's environmental and cultural heritage sites. 

Economy

Lithuanian Minister of Finance Dalia Grybauskaite has declared the draft budget of 2004 a historic landmark. The Finance Minister pointed out that the budget of 2004 is the first Eurointegration budget, which will see a merger of monetary flows of the state of Lithuania and the European Union. Another significant feature of the budget is its marked social focus as the state might earmark some 500 million litas for new social obligations. The national budget of 2004 has been consolidated with the EU budget, which envisioned some 579 billion litas in EU assistance to Lithuania's budget and Lithuania's contributions to the EU budget in the amount of 440 million litas, the Ministry of Finance has reported.

The Finance Ministry foresees a considerably higher deficit: revenues of 13.454 billion litas, an increase of 21.2 percent, and expenditures of 15.316 billion litas. Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas said the deficit, which has been about 1.5 percent of GDP for three years, will be increased to approximately 3 percent of GDP in 2004 and will be covered by increased borrowing. Direct subsidies to farmers will increase from 85 million litas this year to 580 million litas next year, and another 200 million litas will be used to raise the salaries of teachers, doctors, social workers, and some other public-sector workers.

Seimas approved the 2004 budget. The budget law was adopted quickly, as it was overshadowed by the presidential scandal. Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas described next year's budget as easily adopted and good in many respects. 
Preliminary information shows that Lithuania's exports rose by 8.9 % in the first eight months of 2003, compared to the same period of 2002, the Statistics Department has announced.  The country's foreign trade deficit narrowed by 9 %, year-on-year, to 4.611 billion litas in the January-August period. The key export partners are Switzerland (11.4 % of the total exports), Russia (11 %), Germany (10.1 %) and Latvia (9.7 %). The EU was Lithuania's main export destination, accounting for 42.3% of the total exports in the first eight months of 2003. Exports to CIS states comprised 17.1 % of the total exports. In 2002, Lithuania's exports rose by 10.6 %. Exports are seen expanding by 10-15 % in 2003. 
According to the Statistics Department, industrial sales in Lithuania went up by 13.1 percent in 10 months year-on-year. Excluding petroleum products, industrial sales were 15.7 percent higher year-on-year. In October alone, the growth was 22.3 percent. 

Lithuanian official international reserves grew by 549.8 million litas , or 6.3 percent month-on-month and made up 9.27 billion litas. The main reason behind the increase was the fact that commercial banks sold 336.6 million litas more foreign currency to the Bank of Lithuania than they bought. 

Lithuania's current account deficit in the balance of payments was 248.8 million litas in October. As compared with October 2002, the C/A deficit was 169.2 million litas smaller, pulled down by a decrease in the foreign trade deficit, the Bank of Lithuania said. 
In October, Lithuania's sovereign debt remained almost unchanged month-on-month, increasing by LTL 17.6 million to LTL 13.280 billion. This increase did not affect the debt-GDP ratio, which was more than twice smaller than the maximum allowed EU ceiling, the Finance Ministry said.

At the end of November, the money reserve of the Bank of Lithuania totalled 5.9 billion litas, up 50 million litas in a month. Cash in circulation increased by 99.6 million litas, while compulsory foreign-currency reserves increased by 13.2 million litas over the month
In 2002–2003 Statistics Lithuania was involved in conducting the Non-observed economy (NoE) survey according to which the NoE in 2002 accounted for from 15.2 to 18.9 per cent of the country‘s GDP. The previous – 1995-1996 – survey demonstrated that the share of the non-observed economy at that time made 19.1 per cent of the GDP. According to information provided by the well-known specialists from the Italian Statistical Institute (ISTAT) who as experts also contributed to the survey, the non-observed economy in their country in 1998 accounted for from 15.8 to 16.8 per cent of the GDP.
In small retail trade enterprises the share of non-declared turnover accounts for about 26 per cent. in medium about 15 per cent, while in large about 4 – 6 per cent. In 2002, LTL 1.6 billion of the turnover in retail trade enterprises were directly non-observed or it made up 14.6 per cent. Estimations are based on the interviews conducted among the said employees of tax inspectorates and experts in trade enterprises as well as information collected in market places of Lithuania.

Statistics Lithuania reports that average monthly gross earnings in the country‘s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, over the 3rd quarter of 2003 equalled 1174.9 litas and as compared with the 3rd quarter of 2002 went up by 4.2 per cent, in the public sector 1209.4 litas and against the 3rd quarter of 2002 grew up by 6.0 per cent, while in the private sector1145.5 litas and compared to the 3rd quarter of 2002 increased by 2.7 per cent.

The average salary in Estonia is higher than in Lithuania. Meanwhile, salary growth is the fastest in Latvia. In the third quarter, the average monthly salary in Lithuania, Estonia and Latvia was EUR 340, EUR 411 and EUR 301, respectively. 
The Statistics Department announced that in October the consumer price index increased by 0.1 percent compared to September, but was 1.4 percent lower than in October 2002. The price of food and non-alcoholic beverages rose by 0.6 percent in October, but gasoline prices and communications costs fell by 2.7 percent and 2.0 percent, respectively.
Annual deflation in November 2003 (in November 2003 against November 2002) like over the respective period in 2002 (in November 2002 against November 2001) was 1 per cent.
Average price level in November 2003 (November against October) increased and monthly inflation made up 0.5 per cent (in November 2002 against October it was 0.1 per cent). This year it was the fourth time when inflation was recorded. 

Statistics Lithuania reports that based on provisional data of customs declarations, exports and imports over January-October 2003 against January-October 2002 ascended by 8.5 and 4.0 per cent, respectively.  Exports totaled LTL 18293.9 million in terms of commodity value, of which LTL 4707.3 million (25.7 per cent of total exports) fell per goods processed in Lithuania and LTL 722.8 million (4.0 per cent) exported from customs warehouses.  Imports to Lithuania amounted to LTL 24331.4 million, of which LTL 3546.0 million (14.6 per cent of total imports) were goods for processing and LTL 1432.9 million (5.9 per cent) was imports to customs warehouses. Lithuania’s foreign trade deficit equaled LTL 6037.5 million and by 7.7 per cent lower as compared to the corresponding period last year.

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Investments in fixed assets in Lithuania reached 2.231 billion litas in the third quarter, up 8.9 percent year-on-year. 1.382 billion litas was invested in the construction and renovation of buildings and infrastructure, up 13 percent, while investments in building acquisition reached 832 million litas. 

The European Investment Bank has agreed to issue EUR 60-million loan for energy and transport infrastructure projects in Lithuania. After reaching the agreement, Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas said these two sectors were particularly important for Lithuania.

The national quality awards were presented at the Kaunas Technology University on November 28. The first prize in the group of large companies was awarded to knitwear manufacturer Utenos Trikotazas. In the medium and small enterprise categories, the winners were Amalva (ventilation systems) and Stora Enso Packaging (packaging materials).  
Lithuanian telecom operators and banks have teamed up in dealing with debtors, establishing a joint database of customers with payment arrears. The database has been created by Hansabankas, Vilniaus Bankas, Bite GSM, Omnitel, Tele2, Hansa Lizingas, Snoro Lizingas and Lietuvos Telekomas.
During the first 10 months this year, the company AB Lietuvos Energija exported 5.8 billion kWh of electricity. This figure represents an increase of 18%, as compared to the same period last year (with 4.9 billion kWh of electricity). 2.9 billion kWh of electricity was supplied to Belarus, 1.9 billion kWh to Russia.
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Thailand's company Indorama is planning to invest EUR 80 million in a plastic raw material plant in the Klaipeda Free Economic Zone next year. The annual sales of the plant, which will occupy nearly 4 hectares, are expected to reach USD 150 million.  
A new plastic plant is to be built in the Lithuanian Klaipeda free economic zone in five months' time. The Lithuanian company Veritas Stili will invest 33 million litas in the factory. 

The Lithuanian shipyard Vakaru Laivu Gamykla has decided to offer stevedoring services. The same ambitions have been announced by Klaipedos Terminalo Grupe, which operates two terminals at the Klaipeda harbour. The new players are expected to cause fierce competition for clients. 
At the same time company is investing over 25.3 million litas in installing new technology. The technology will enable the company to prepare metal sheet profiles and produce parts of wind power towers and ship bodies. 
The Lithuanian government has decided to restructure the Ignalina nuclear power plant into a closed limited liability company. The only shareholder of the INPP will be the state. The restructuring will create equal conditions for all energy-generating companies to compete on the market.
After the end of the first pension reform phase in Lithuania, more than 300 thousand private pension agreements have been registered. This showed population's unexpectedly strong wish to joint private pension funds, also encourages employers to stop income tax evasion. 
Finland's Stora Enso has opened a sawmill in Alytus. The 80 million litas sawmill was built on an 18-hectare plot of land leased for a period of 50 years and is targeting annual production of 180,000 cubic metres of wood, which will be exported to customers in Europe. Raw material will be supplied from Lithuania.
Privatization 

The Government and the Russian gas giant Gazprom agreed to close the deal on Gazprom investments in Lietuvos Dujos this year. Lithuanian Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas and the chairman of the Gazprom board, Aleksandr Ryazanov, have met to discuss the plans.
Speaking at the government hearing at Seimas, Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas said the power grid “Rytu skirstomieji tinklai“ (RST) privatisation has been suspended. Such a decision had been taken by the State Assets Fund. 
State Assets Fund decided not to hear one of the bids, by Germany's E.On Energie, because the price offer was not final. The other bidder, Estonia's Eesti Energia, Estonia's national power company, that formally won the bid, initially was requested to provide the tender commission with additional information, but later SAF made decision not to start negotiations with Eesti Energia. 

Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas defended the decision, saying that Eesti Energia is a state-owned company and it is being prepared for privatization itself.

The decision surprised Estonian officials.  Eesti Energia offered 500 million litas - 20 million euros over the asking price - for a 71.35 percent stake in RST, the power grid that supplies electricity for the eastern half of Lithuania. 
The sale of Vakaru Skirstomieji Tinklai, the western half of the national power grid, proceeded according to plan and received two bids, the higher of which came from the that the consortium, set up by nine persons associated with VP Market, the largest Baltic retailer.  Its bid of 540 million litas ($180 million), or nearly 1.73 litas per share, for a 77 percent stake in VST defeated the bid by the Achema Group, which was some 20 million litas lower. 
The second privatisation tender for the Lithuanian winery Anyksciu Vynas will be opened on January 20. Potential investors in the 72.93-percent stake in the winery will be able to buy privatisation prospectuses from January 20 until March 15, while bids will be accepted until March 17-18.  The initial bidding price for Anyksciu Vynas winner will be LTL 8 million, or LTL 2 million lower than in the first privatisation tender, which failed.
The Lithuanian Prosecutor General's Office stated that the State Assets Fund violated the law in privatising sparkling wine producer Alita. The SAF is accused of breaching the law when it declared the lowest bidder, which was in fourth place, as the winner of the Alita privatisation tender and invited the consortium of Alita's own senior executives to improve its bid in the privatisation tender. 

It was suspected that there were agreement between bidders, as companies that took second and third place in the bid, decided to withdraw from the tender in favor of Alita executives, who were the fourth. Also proposal of executives was more that 15% lower compared to the best proposal. 

Privatisation agreement was not signed with the winner, company Bosca International, as State Property fund received information that it is not reliable company. 

Public opinion pools

During last two weeks president Paksas is continuing to move down in the list of politicians. Number of people who do not support him now is 43.7%. Most of Paksas supporters are people from countryside, also pensioners, while younger and more educated people are the most negative about him. 

Prime Minister Brazauskas was the one who was able significantly increase number of supporters.

After Prime Minister Brazauskas changed his opinion about presidency scandal and said that Paksas should resign, his rating started to increase and he took the first place in the list of politicians that, in opinion of respondents, represent their interests the best. However, Paksas was also able keep to his supporters, but moved to 5th position; he was bypassed by his political opponent Seimas chairman Paulauskas. Aloyzas Sakalas, head of special Seimas commission made a big step towards the top of the list.

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The poll, conducted by the company RAIT on behalf of the Baltic News Service, claims that 57.3 percent of respondents think Paksas should step down due to his alleged ties with persons of disrepute. 

38% said the president should not resign, while 4.2 percent did not answer. A month ago a similar survey revealed that only 41 percent of respondents thought the president should resign, while 56 percent thought Paksas should stay in office. 

The survey was conducted on December 4 – 7 among 1,053 Lithuanians.

According to the recent poll, most of people who spoke for resignation of the president, were people aged 20-29 and 30-39 (65 percent and 67 percent, respectively), persons with higher education (68 percent), who have income of 801 litas - 1,000 litas (232 euros – 290 euros) per one family member a month.

People aged 60-69 and over 70 (49 percent and 51 percent, respectively), with secondary education (47 percent) and whose incomes for one family member do not exceed 400 litas a month opposed Paksas' resignation the most.

Support for Lithuania membership in EU remains high. According to opinion poll conducted in November, 74.4% of population supports membership. This number was 75.7% in October. 

14.7% are against membership (2% more compared with October), people who do not have opinion – 10.9% (11.6% in October). 

Important Legal Acts

Arbitration court under the International Chamber of Commerce - Lithuania and Vilnius international arbitration court have reorganized. Now, the courts have united into Vilnius commercial arbitration court. Vytautas Nekrosius, Vilnius University Law Faculty dean, was elected head of the institution. 
Seimas adopted a Law on Equal Opportunities, which forbids any immediate and indirect discrimination by age, sexual orientation, disability, race, religion and beliefs. Seimas also passed the law on tobacco control, which calls for a reduction in nicotine levels in cigarettes and bans the use of misleading cigarette descriptions, such as "mild," "low tar," "light," or "super light," and imposes measures to prevent the sale of tobacco products to underage persons. The law also prohibits the sale of a package of cigarettes containing less than 20 cigarettes starting next May.

Seimas adopted a bill on elections to the European Parliament. It provides that the elections will be held on 13 June under a proportional election system to choose 13 deputies. Political parties, registered at least 65 days prior to the elections, will be able to nominate no fewer than five and no more than 26 candidates in their list. Citizens of other EU states, who reside in Lithuania, will have the right to run for the elections and vote.
The Lithuanian government has approved proposals by two members of Seimas to amend the profit tax law to make taxes lower for proprietorship firms. Under the amendments, proprietorships whose annual sales do not exceed LTL 100,000 will no longer be subject to the 15-percent profit tax. 
The Government has approved the national tourism development programme until 2006. The programme stipulates measures to develop and make popular all types of tourism, including countryside tourism. It also envisages renovation of infrastructure of resorts and advertising campaigns abroad. 
Starting from next year, the financial reports of all companies registered in Lithuania will be public. Financial statements will be available to everybody from the new Register of Legal Entities, which will go into operation as of January 1, 2004. 
The Lithuanian Finance Ministry signed the EU's PHARE 2001 Cross-Border Cooperation programme, allocating EUR 3 million to infrastructure. Under the agreement, EUR 1 million will be allocated to 23 small projects, with the remaining EUR 2 million to go to 10 larger projects. 
Starting from next year, consumers in Lithuania may have to pay more for goods they acquire under leasing contracts. When the new VAT law takes effect, end-users will be required to pay interest not only on the value of the goods, but also on VAT.

Information Technologies

Based upon provisional data of Statistics Lithuania, at the beginning of 2003 computers were used by 84.8% of manufacturing and service sector’s enterprises (at the beginning of 2002  - 84.4%). Each company using information technologies employed 67 persons on average, of which 16 used computers every day. 

Computers in their activities were used by 81.6% of manufacturing enterprises and 86.4% of the service sector enterprises. Within the manufacturing industry enterprises, the lowest share of computerisation (64.4%) fell per enterprises manufacturing wood and wooden articles, while in the service sector – enterprises engaged in housing and catering activities.
In the first half of this year, 43% of the 93,000 Internet users in the country were using the services of Lietuvos Telekomas. Omnitel accounted for 22% of the total number; Bite GSM had a 6% market share, whereas the rest of the ISPs combined for 26%. 
Lithuanian residents are not satisfied with fixed-line telephony services, a survey showed. According to a poll ordered by the National Consumer Rights Protection Service, only 42% of respondents said that fixed-line telephony was easily available, as compared with 89% in EU countries. 
Mobile phone operator Omnitel has signed an agreement with its millionth subscriber. Meanwhile, the second-biggest cellular telephony provider Bite GSM has 486,000 subscribers. [image: image7.png]

The Lithuanian computer and software wholesaler GNT Lietuva predicts that the IT market in the country will grow by 5-10 percent next year. According to GNT, the market expanded by as much as 30 percent last year, but the growth slowed down to just 5 percent in the first 10 months of this year.
Sonex Grupe together with partners is launching a series of free seminars for small and medium enterprises in Lithuania. The seminars will acquaint participating companies with the possibilities of making efficient use of new technologies while integrating into European markets. 
The Lithuanian electronics and household equipment chain operator Elektromarkt is opening its first Sony brand store. The company has invested more than 500,000 litas in the store, Sony Planeta. It follows the launch of the LG Centras by the same company in September. 
Representatives of Mitsui & Co Ltd, one of Japan's largest trade and investment groups, are coming to Lithuania in February. The Japanese investors are expected to look for large projects worth at leas 5-10 million litas for the supply of high-quality high added value goods and services.
