Lithuania's Constitutional Court ruled that President Rolandas Paksas violated the constitution by granting citizenship to a Russian businessman Yuri Borisov who helped him in his election campaign.

The head of the court, Egidijus Kuris, announced that the decree issued by Paksas on 11 April 2003 granting citizenship to Jurijus Borisovas contradicted three articles of the Constitution. The decision of the court is final.  Paksas's attorney, Kestutis Stungys, said the court conclusion was "subjective" and politically motivated and that Paksas may turn to the European Court of Human Rights and other institutions to defend his rights. This court decision gave basis for Seimas to form an impeachment commission. 

President Rolandas Paksas continues rejecting all calls to resign and stresses that resignation would mean that he admits the faults raised against him and hired six attorneys to present him at the impeachment commission. Paksas said he would win the impeachment proceedings against him.

Commission will decide whether the six accusations against the president laid out by the Seimas ad hoc commission (chaired by Aloyzas Sakalas) are grounded in fact. The commission, consisting of six Seimas members and six lawyers, will hear testimony from over 40 individuals and had to present its conclusions by Feb. 13. However, commission asked for additional one-week time, as some witnesses refused to sign protocols, and up until last day Rolandas Paksas did not inform would he agree to testify at the commission 

If the commission finds that the accusations are true, Seimas will have to vote on whether to remove the President from office. Removing Paksas will require 85 votes of Seimas members. 

Preliminary information is that commission decision will be unfavorable to the President. Commission already stated that it has no doubts about ruling of Constitutional Court. 

Without mentioning sources, the daily "Lietuvos zinios" reported on 21 January that the number of accusations against Paksas will be reduced to two: violating his presidential oath and illegally using his power to influence the decisions of private companies.

As far as an actual vote on impeachment, Seimas Vice Chairman Ceslovas Jursenas speculated that it would take place in late March or early April. 

In Vytautas Kubilius opinion, if Paksas will see that there are enough votes for impeachment, it is possible that he will resign, but it's obvious that he will wait until absolutely the last moment to do anything like this.

The Prosecutor General's Office said it has launched an investigation into whether Paksas, along with former advisers for national security and law, Remigijus Acas and Visvaldas Rackauskas, abused their powers and pressured private companies into making certain decisions.

According to information available to the State Security Department, businessman Gintaras Striaukas, who is also a former minister of transportation, had intended to purchase a stake in Zemaitijos Keliai, but met with opposition from shareholder Alfonsas Armalas, who is also director of Siauliu Plentas company. Striaukas attempted to influence Armalas through the head of the Restako company Algirdas Draksas, a close friend and supporter of the Lithuanian president.

Vytautas Landsbergis of the oppositional Homeland Union party urged the prosecutor general to take a closer look at the possibility that Paksas was influenced by hypnosis and that such sessions may have affected the president's psychic health if he did indeed participate. "If we have a president whose personality might have been changed or managed with more powerful measures than just blackmail, we should protect the state here first," said Landsbergis.

Italian President Carlo Azeglio Ciampi has cancelled a scheduled visit to Lithuania to meet President Rolandas Paksas. Ciampi is the first foreign leader to officially cancel a visit to Lithuania because of the government crisis. 

In December, Paksas cancelled a planned visit to the United States where he was scheduled to meet President George W. Bush. He has not left Lithuania for other foreign visits nor hosted any other high-ranking foreign visitors since Seimas ad hoc commission concluded on December 1 that the president was “vulnerable” and could not serve as a guarantor of national security.
Magazine “Financial Times” also paid attention to the events in Lithuania. It said that the scandal does not threaten Lithuania's membership in NATO or the European Union, but it poses the hard test of its new democracy, highlighting the uncertain separations of power and a legacy of soviet corruption. 

"This shows that there is something very wrong in this country," magazine cited an official of the European Union. 

The nation's Roman Catholic bishops in December said that Lithuania was facing "a moral crisis" and called on Mr. Paksas to resign. Scandal also inspired fears of Russia's intentions to increase its influence in Lithuania. 

There is a notable aggressive penetration of large-scale Russian capital into Lithuania's energy and transport sectors, a secret report of the nation's State Security Department warned. The report, which intensified calls for Mr. Paksas's impeachment after it was leaked to the newspaper Respublika on November, went on to suggest that some of Russia's investments were in fact efforts to launder money. 

Yurij Borisov, the main election campaign sponsor of Lithuanian President Rolandas Paksas, had aimed to take control over the country's Arms Fund. The public relations adviser of Borisov, Saulius Civas, had submitted an application to become the director of the Arms Fund at the end of October. But he did not take part in the selection for the post after the presidential scandal broke out. Asked why he was going to change his job, Borisv's adviser said that this was his personal affair and he did not want to comment on it.

The Migration Department informed that it would not issue businessman and presidential backer Yuri Borisov a residency permit, meaning he will have to leave the country in order to obtain a visa and re-enter the country. Officials of the Interior Ministry also decided to cancel the data of Borisov's residence declaration in Vilnius. Borisov's lawyer told that the businessman would appeal against the Migration department's decision.

Rolandas Paksas presented advisers to the presidential office at a press conference on 19 January. Former Ambassador to Latvia Petras Vaitiekunas, who was delegated to the post by the Lithuanian Foreign Ministry, replaced Alvydas Medalinskas as foreign-policy adviser. Romualdas Senovaitis, a deputy police chief, will replace Remigijus Acas as national-security adviser and Milda Vainiute will serve as the president's legal-affairs adviser, replacing Ona Buisiene. Jonas Ragauskas, who resigned but later returned as economic adviser, was assigned the additional tasks of covering domestic affairs. Alvydas Medalinskas also returned to work as an adviser on political matters. 

Paksas called on politicians and the media not to use the term "diplomatic isolation" to describe the situation resulting from the postponement of foreign dignitaries' visits to Lithuania and Paksas's visits overseas while the impeachment process proceeds. Paksas said the term "does not reflect the real situation" and could be used to describe the situations in North Korea or Libya, but not a country that will join the EU and NATO this year.

The Special Investigations Service has started research on attempts to influence election of city mayor last year. Investigators interviewed Vilnius mayor Arturas Zuokas as a suspect. Also searches had been carried out at two premises of the Rubikon company. Zuokas told that these events might mark the start of a counterattack by President Rolandas Paksas against his opposition whom he accuses of arranging the current presidential scandal.

New Union voted to expel Rolandas Pavilionis and Egidijus Klumbys from its fraction of New Union at Seimas. Both deputies were not members of the party, but were elected in 2000 on the New Union's list. Pavilionis, a former rector of the University of Vilnius, and Klumbys, the chairman of the marginal National Progress Party, are among Seimas deputies who expressed their opposition to the possible impeachment of President Rolandas Paksas. Pavilionis will also lose his position as chairman of the Education, Science, and Culture Committee. 

The 10th congress of the Lithuanian Union of Political Prisoners and Deportees party decided to merge with the Homeland Union. Under the agreement, at least three members of the Deportees party will be included on the Homeland Union's list of candidates for the European Parliament elections in June, and 20 percent of the Homeland Union's candidates in this fall's parliamentary elections will be taken from the ranks of the Deportees party, which has 46,000 members. The name of the merged organization will change to Homeland Union - Conservatives, Political Prisoners and Deportees, and Christian Democrats.

On 23 January during his visit in Washington, Lithuanian Minister of Foreign Affairs Antanas Valionis met with US Secretary of State Colin Powell.  Colin Powell thanked Lithuania for its active support in the fight against international terrorism.  During the meeting, the officials discussed the progress of implementing commitments assumed at the OSCE Istanbul Summit. Before going on visit to Tbilisi and Moscow, Colin Powell took interest in Lithuania’s relations with Russia, Ukraine, Belarus and the countries of the Southern Caucasus. The participants of the meeting also exchanged opinions on the possible input of Lithuania as a future member of NATO and the European Union into the efficiency of these organisations.  

Secretary of State Powell indicated that the United States observed carefully the situation in Lithuania, related to the President’s impeachment. He expressed satisfaction over the fact that the Lithuanian institutions were functioning successfully and stated his belief that the process would take place according to the country’s Constitution and the principles of democracy. 

After returning to Lithuania Antanas Valionis told journalists that he received indications during informal discussions that President Paksas should resign. 

"Our Western partners view the Constitutional Court's judgment that President Paksas violated his oath and the Constitution as a decisive argument for his impeachment. They see the resignation of President Paksas as a successful outcome of the impeachment process. I cite unofficial conversations," the foreign minister said. Valionis refused to name the sources of the comments.

Premier Algirdas Brazauskas confirmed that he would nominate Finance Minister Dalia Grybauskaite as Lithuania's representative in the EU. He will propose Grybauskaite candidacy to the cabinet of ministers, which has to delegate the country's commissioner to the European Commission.

Economy

Last year's state budget revenues totaled to LTL 9.621 billion, LTL 66 million over the target, and LTL 720 million higher than in 2002. The Finance Ministry said the surplus was attributable largely to revenues from the reformed profit tax, which was LTL 282 million higher than expected.

Lithuania's gross domestic product rose by 8.9 percent last year against 2002, as early figures released by the Statistics Department showed. In the final quarter of last year alone, GDP growth was 10.6 percent year-on-year, according to the report. 

GDP for first three quarters of 2003. GDP over January-September 2003 made up LTL 40.1 billion and against the corresponding period in 2002 grew by 8.3 per cent. The per capita GDP was LTL 11.6 thousand. 

Over the 3rd quarter of 2003 GDP as compared with the corresponding period last year went up by 8.8 per cent and totaled LTL 14.4 billion at current prices. The per capita GDP over July-September equaled LTL 4.1 thousand. 

The GDP growth over the 3rd quarter of 2003 was conditioned by production growth in all economic sectors. The most rapid increase of value added was observed in enterprises engaged in such economic activities as electricity, gas and water supply (25.6 %), construction (20.5 %), mining and quarrying industry (over 15 %), trade (12.0 %) and hotels and restaurants (9.5 %). 

The main economic indicators for the third quarter of 2003.
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Deflation in consumer prices was registered in Lithuania in 2003 for a second year in a row. Deflation stood at 1.3 percent last year, up from 1 percent in 2002. However, this year, experts predict inflation. Vilniaus Bankas said that the main cause of the continuing deflation was the strengthening of the litas. As a result, imported goods became relatively cheaper, and there was a decrease in the prices of strategic materials imported from the dollar zone. This year, Vilniaus Bankas and Hansabankas predict 1.5-percent and 2.5-percent inflation in Lithuania, respectively.

The year 2003 saw a boom in Lithuania's personal loan market, with the growth driven by the country's strong economic performance and improving credit conditions. Lithuania's commercial banks doubled their aggregate portfolio of consumer and mortgage loans, including long-term renovation loans, to LTL 2.312 billion last year.

As of January 1, the level of unemployment in Lithuania was 9.8 percent of the working population, down from 10.9 percent a year earlier, the national labor exchange said. Month-on-month, the January 2004 unemployment rate was 0.1 of a percentage point higher than in early December 2003.

Unemployed population over the 3rd quarter of 2003 equaled 191 thousand. This figure showed a yearly fall of 4 thousand or went down by 2 per cent. This year one in fifteen persons aged 15 and over did not have a job. A year ago one in fourteen of the said age population was unemployed.

Most of all was invested into manufacturing industry (30.0 per cent), trade (18.6 per cent), transport and communication services (17.4 per cent), financial intermediation enterprises (15.7 per cent of total FDI). The bulk of investment into manufacturing industry fell per manufacture of food products, beverages and tobacco products (38.5 per cent), manufacture of refined petroleum and chemicals (17.5 per cent) and manufacture of wood and paper (10.2 per cent).

Lithuania is likely to be in the "first wave" of countries applying to join the euro, the Brussels-based online newspaper EU Observer has said, citing a report by Bank Austria Creditanstalt. The report was released with just less than 100 days to go until ten new member states join the EU. The three main conditions required for a member state to join the single currency are: having a budget deficit below 3 % of GDP, having a public debt below 60 % of GDP and making sure that its currency does not fluctuate by more than 15 % against the euro for two years.

Experts say the government's plans to take an inventory of agriculture and food product reserves and to tax surplus products may boost prices. Dmitrij Slepenov, the chief economist of the Lithuanian Industry Confederation's Economics and Finance Department, said: "We had urged producers to build up raw material reserves before EU accession, but such reserves may backfire now and may even go up in price". Under the EU regulations, all the 10 new EU members are required to take an inventory of their agriculture and food product reserves by May 1.

After Lithuania joins the EU this year, there will be no rapid increase in consumer prices, but they will grow gradually. Vilniaus Bankas said the growth of prices could be curbed by fierce competition among retail chains. In particular, increases in the prices of dairy products could be slowed down by competition from foreign dairies.

Lithuania decided to increase the rail transit rate for cargo transported from Russia to Kaliningrad Region and back by 11 percent. The decision was made after the meeting of Valeriy Ponomaryov, transport minister, and the Russian Economic Development and Trade Ministry delegation in Vilnius. 

The future of Estonia's energy sector will depend on the course of events in Lithuania. The Estonians are seeking to build a powerful Baltic energy company that would manage to compete against Germany's and Russia's energy giants. The initiator of such plans is Estonia's state-owned power utility Eesti Energia, which is seeking to acquire Lithuania's eastern power grid ‘Rytu Skirstomieji Tinklai’ that is being privatised. Back in September, Eesti Energia announced its ambitious project, the Baltic Alternative, which could unite the Lithuanian nuclear power plant, Latvia's hydropower plants and Estonia's shale energy sector.

Lithuania's major retail chains say their growth in 2003 was determined mainly by their expansion. This year, grocery chains are planning further growth, saying they will not be affected either by the arrival of the German retail giant Lidl & Schwartz or the merger of ICA and Kesko Food. The largest Baltic retail chain, VP Market, had targeted LTL 3.45-billion sales last year, and it said that the actual turnover reached LTL 3.6 billion, a 17.9-percent rise against 2002.

The merging Finnish and Swedish grocery chains hope to get ahead of the present Baltic retail market leader VP Market within several years. However, the CEO of VP Market, Ignas Staskevicius, says the merger of the rivals Kesko Food and ICA, will be beneficial also to VP Market. He said the merger will last until the summer of 2004, weakening the positions of both foreign chains. VP Market is planning to use this period to strengthen its positions. It predicts the fiercest battle for customers in Estonia, where VP Market is making plans for ambitious expansion.

Lithuania's commercial banking sector continues to show strong growth in 2003, with aggregate assets rising by almost one-fifth, loans increasing by more than one-third and deposits going up by one-eighth since the start of the year. The aggregate assets of ten Lithuanian commercial banks grew by LTL 3.086 billion, or 19.4 %, to LTL 19.026 billion during the first 11 months of 2003, the Central Bank of Lithuania has announced. The report does not cover foreign bank branches operating in Lithuania.
As a result of a failure by Eastern pharmaceutical manufacturers to obtain licenses for the EU, a number of popular medications will no longer be available in Lithuania after the date of EU accession. The drugs include heart medications Validol and Karvalol, the so-called activated carbon tablets for indigestion and other popular medications. So far, the Russian and Ukrainian manufacturers of these medicines have no licenses to work with EU states, so the registration of their medicines was not extended in Lithuania. The decision by the State Medicines Control Service has outraged not only consumers, but also importers and pharmacies.

In the first half of this year, companies in three eastern Lithuanian districts expect to get a total of LTL 1.42 million in subsidies from the Ignalina nuclear power plant's decommissioning fund. Money will be allocated to a total of 18 companies in the Visaginas, Ignalina and Zarasai districts in two phases. Part of the subsidies was allocated by the UK Industry and Trade Department, which is financing the region's development programme. After contributing their own funds on a 50-50 basis, businesses in the Ignalina power plant region will be able to acquire new equipment to strengthen their competitiveness. The investments will help create about 90 new jobs in the region for highly-skilled staff members leaving the power plant.

The Statistics Department announced that the number of foreign visitors to Lithuania in 2003 was 3.64 million or about 9.1 percent lower than in 2002. The number of visitors from the bordering countries of Russia, Belarus, and Latvia fell by 24.4 percent, 20.8 percent, and 8.4 percent, respectively. The number of foreign visitors from other countries rose by 14.7 percent to 1.2 million last year.

The oil refinery Mazeikiu Nafta has announced that its net pre-audit profit for 2003 should reach LTL 209 million. The results of the refinery exceeded expectations as Yukos, which part-owns and operates the company, planned that MN will suffer a loss of LTL 80 million. 

Some Lithuanian politicians have started expressing worries after reports about an international search for Mikhail Brudno, one of the heads of the Russian oil group Yukos and the deputy chairman of the board of the Lithuanian Mazeikiu Nafta refinery. Seimas speaker Arturas Paulauskas has suggested that the state could buy Mazeikiu Nafta shares from Yukos. However, Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas said MN faces no threat, and later MN announced that it is not considering question of selling its stock. 

The reconstruction of the Butinge oil terminal, controlled by the oil refinery Mazeikiu Nafta, has been completed. Two new reservoirs of 52,000 cubic metres each have been built, increasing the throughput of the terminal significantly.

The Lithuanian Environment Ministry has refused to allow the oil company Minijos Nafta to drill for oil near Kintai, western Lithuania. The oil extraction plans were rejected due to protests by the local community, including small fishing and countryside tourism businesses.

The Swedish company Svenska Petroleum Exploration, which was recently awarded a compensation of USD 12.5 million from the Lithuanian government and oil company Geonafta, is seeking another USD 1 million from Geonafta. In late November, after positive decision of the Copenhagen international arbitration court, SPE is to be paid by the Lithuanian government. The compensation was awarded for the Lithuanian government's decision to hand over operational control of the oil company Genciu Nafta from SPE to Geonafta, which was another GN shareholder.

A major investment project has been started at the Klaipeda free economic zone in Lithuania. The Danish-Irish joint venture KVP has begun the construction of a LTL 10-million business centre to be completed by May 2004. The centre will feature 4,250 square metres of various premises for letting.

Privatization 

The privatization of Lithuania's state-owned and municipal shares and other assets generated LTL 910.4 million in the last year. A total of 787 privatization transactions were concluded, as compared with 963 the year before. Privatization Fund revenues last year reached LTL 898 million.

Lithuania Airlines has announced a tender for the privatization of its regional and domestic flights subsidiary Air Lithuania. According to earlier reports by Verslo Zinios, SAS is considering taking part in the tender. 

The State Property Fund has started selling documents for the privatization of an 85.72-percent stake in the hydro-construction company Kruonio Hidroakumuliacines Elektrines Statyba. Privatization documents will be sold until February 5, while bids will be accepted from January 22 to February 5.

On 7 January, the Lithuanian government approved contract of selling a 34-percent share in national gas company to Russian concern Gazprom. The share package is sold for LTL 100 million. The new shareholder agreement among the Government, Gazprom, and Ruhrgas Energie Beteilingungs AG was also approved.

The third out of the four formerly state-owned Lithuania alcohol producers, Alita, was sold to its own executives. The consortium of the top management of the largest Lithuanian producer of natural fermentation sparkling wine paid LTL 58.05 million for an 83.77-percent stake in Alita.

The Lithuanian cabinet of ministers has approved the sale of a 77-percent stake in power grid Vakaru Skirstomieji Tinklai (Western Power Distribution Grid ) to a consortium of nine VP Market shareholders. 

Under the deal, the consortium will pay the state about LTL 540 million for a 77-percent stake in Vakaru Skirstomieji Tinklai.  Lithuanian banks granted a EUR 120 million syndicated loan to company UAB NDX Energija, which will use the funds to privatize the Western Power Distribution Grid. The loan was granted by the banks Vilniaus, Hansa, Nordea Bank Lietuva, Vereins- und Westbank Vilnius division and Sampo.

Most likely the privatization of the Eastern Power Grid (EPG) will be postponed into distant future. Eesti Energia was the only bidder in the tender. 

Minister of Economy Petras Cesna was critical of Eesti Energia. He said that, if EPG were sold to Eesti Energia, it would have to generate revenues for the Estonian company, which has many liabilities, in order to help it repay its loans to banks. He added that no investments into Power Grid should be expected in that case.

The Vilnius County Court has annulled the State Property Fund's decision to eliminate Denmark's Trident Marine from the tender for shipping company Lietuvos Juru Laivininkyste. The SPF had based its decision to remove Trident Marine from the tender on security reports it was allegedly unreliable.

Public opinion pools

Valuation of Politicians
While Seimas commission is doing its work and opponents of Rolandas Paksas are not very active and wait for commission conclusion, president continues visiting regional towns and arranging press conferences. This helped him to regain some confidence of voters and increase popularity. 

Minister of finances Mrs. Grybauskaite has significantly increased her popularity, while Seimas chairman Paulauskas and his party is loosing supporters.

According to a recent international study, Lithuanians are more optimistic about the year 2004 than their Baltic neighbors. 40 percent of Lithuanians expect this year to be better in comparison with 36 percent of both Latvians and Estonians. Estonian are more modest in their expectations to the new year than Latvians or Lithuanians. In Estonia, 20 percent of people said that the new year would be worse than last year. In Latvia, 16 percent of respondents were so pessimistic. 

Important Legal Acts

Seimas passed a resolution to hold the country's first-ever elections to the European Parliament on 13 June. Voters will elect 13 deputies to the European Parliament in a multiple-mandate district covering the whole country. All registered political parties will have the right to present lists of between 5 and 26 candidates no later than 65 days prior to the elections. A party will have to receive a minimum of 5 percent of the vote to win representation. Citizens of Lithuania and EU member countries who have permanent residency in Lithuania may run if they are at least 21 years old on the day of the elections.

Seimas is discussing the ratification of the convention on electronic crime prevention. If adopted, the legislation would give police powers to gather real-time computer data and intercept data transfers, including e-mail messages.

Starting from May 2004, Lithuanian companies will no longer be required to use special VAT invoices. The Finance Ministry says the decision was taken after considering the position of the business community. However, the good news for business has caused alarm among interest groups that fear they may lose their goldmine of printing such invoices. They are already lobbying in Seimas, seeking to retain the current law. 

Seimas adopted a law on a single declaration of property. Under the law, Lithuanian residents will have to declare their property only once. The deadline for declarations will be May 1, 2005.

The declaration process will be aimed at creating a database of property. People will be required also to declare cash if the amount exceeds LTL 40,000, as well as outstanding loan amounts over LTL 2,000, real estate and other items.

Snuff and chew tobacco will continue to be banned in Lithuania by the new law which is to come into force on May 1. The Lithuanian legislators made use of an opportunity provided by EU directives to ban this kind of tobacco in an attempt to protect public health.

Information Technologies

Forecasts say that by the end of 2004, over 1 million of Lithuanian citizens will be Internet users. Lithuania hopes to achieve Internet penetration of 39 per cent and reach the EU average. In the autumn of 2003, 25.7 per cent of Lithuanian citizens used Internet. The penetration should rise because now more than a half of home computers are not connected to the Internet and it is hoped that the situation will change.

The Statistics Department says the number of computers in households has increased dramatically over the past three years. Back in 1996, only one out of 100 households had a PC, and in the third quarter of 2003 one in five households had one, with 7.7 percent of households using the Internet.

A portal providing free information services for businesses on innovations in Lithuania and the world has been launched. The portal operating at www.innovation.lt is run by Lithuanian Innovations Centre and was developed by the Ministry of the Economy together with foreign partners.

In 2003, Lithuanian fixed-line operator Lietuvos Telekomas lost 107,600 customers and now offers various discounts to attract some of them back. Consolidated income of the LT company group in 9 months of 2003 made up LTL 605.402 million, 17 percent less than in the comparable period of 2002.

Lithuanian mobile phone operator Bite GSM welcomed its 500,000th customer yesterday, increasing the number by 4.4 percent in against the previous year. Meanwhile, market leader Omnitel increased the number of subscribers by 23.5 percent last year, up to 1.05 million.
