On 9-th of March, President Valdas Adamkus received at his Office in Vilnius Russian ambassador Boris Cepov and handed over to him a reply to the invitation by President Vladimir Putin to attend on 9 May the celebration of the 60th anniversary of the victory of World War II. 

Same day later Valdas Adamkus made a statement in which the President announced his decision not to go to Moscow on 9 March but stay in Lithuania, with his people, duly honour the heroes of the war and commemorate all victims. President sincerely thanked President Putin for the invitation indicating that the victory of the anti-fascist coalition against fascism is highly significant for Europe and the entire world. Valdas Adamkus stated that the invitation was personal thus nobody will go to Moscow instead of the President.

President of Estonia also made similar decision, so only President of Baltic States going to Moscow for celebration of the victory over Nazi Germany will be Latvian President Mrs. Vaira Vyke-Freiberga,

Text of President speech: 

Today I have handed over to the Ambassador of the Russian Federation in Vilnius my reply to the invitation by President Vladimir Putin to attend on May 9th the celebration of Victory Day in Moscow. 

I sincerely thanked President Putin for the invitation. The victory of the anti-fascist coalition against fascism is highly significant for Europe and the entire world. All the nations which suffered the horror and the losses of the Second World War will mark the 60th anniversary of the victory. The Russian people paid a particularly high price for this victory, just like Belarusians, Ukrainians, Jews and other European nations, Lithuanians including. Therefore, I deeply sympathise with their feelings. And time will never obliterate their suffering. 

The Second World War inflicted very deep wounds on Lithuania. Occupation, deportation and imprisonment, the terrible tragedy of the Holocaust, concentration camps, forced emigration – this was a most devastating blow by the totalitarian regimes to the Lithuanian nation. Over 350,000 people, one tenth of Lithuania’s population, were imprisoned, deported to the Gulags or massacred in Lithuania. The perpetration of such crimes continued in our country when the cruellest war in the history of mankind was officially over. The name of Lithuania disappeared from the map of Europe for five decades. And we probably would not find a single family in Lithuania who had escaped losses and terror.

Thus, aware of the painful historic experience of our nation and drawing on the discussions among the public, I have decided to stay on May 9th in Lithuania, with my people. Here in Lithuania we will duly honour the heroes of the war and commemorate all victims. And we should no longer deliberate the subject of the most proper place to mark the end of the Second World War.

It is my sincere belief that the people of Russia will understand my decision and that together we will build the future for Europe, open and at peace. 

H.E. Mr. Valdas Adamkus, President of the Republic of Lithuania
On 9-10 March, Polish President Aleksandr Kwasniewski was in Lithuania on a two-day state visit. Lithuanian President Valdas Adamkus and Polish President Alexander Kwasniewski had a meeting during which they noted that ten years of strategic partnership were evidently beneficial for both states. According to the Polish leader, Lithuania and Poland develop their cooperation at the European level, which allowed successfully implement the mediation mission solving the political crisis in Ukraine. The presidents attended a ceremony of signing a Lithuanian-Polish agreement of recognition of university diplomas and a declaration on bilateral relationship. 

Kwasnewski said he understands and supports decision of Adamkus not to go to Moscow and will try to use opportunity to deliver reasons of such decision to Putin and other leaders on May 9 in Moscow.

Apparently such Adamkus decision was not expected in Moscow, as Russian mass media started actively discuss this event, some of them not in a friendly manner, and Russian Ambassador to Lithuania Boris Cepov wrote public letter with complaints to the national daily Lietuvos Rytas after it ran a story suggesting that the Russian Foreign Ministry had considered recalling him to Moscow.

At a meeting with Lithuanian Economy Minister Viktoras Uspaskich, who paid a visit to Moscow, Georgyj Boos, vice-chairman of the Russian Duma, promised he would urge the ratification of the agreement with Lithuania, which would help avoid double taxation, the Lithuanian ministry of economy reported.

In 2000, Lithuania and Russia signed an agreement concerning double taxation on income and capital, which helped improve the business conditions for both producers and traders of the two countries.

At the meeting, the two politicians also discussed the issues related to the Lithuanian export of food products. 

The vice-chairman of Duma also mentioned that he would seek more active collaboration of the Russian-Lithuanian parliamentary committees.

According to preliminary data produced by the Department of Statistics, Lithuanian export to Russia amounted to 2.34 billion litas last year - 9.1 percent of the whole domestic export -- whereas import stood at 7.62 billion litas.
Seimas rejected the candidature of Mrs. Toma Birmontiene, the head of the group of legal advisors of President Valdas Adamkus, for the position of a judge of the Constitutional Court.

The candidature of Birmontiene, submitted to the parliament by the state leader, received approval of 54 lawmakers, 53 voted against and 4 ballots were spoiled. Only 2 votes were missing to confirm her candidature.

Meanwhile, Ramute Ruskyte, proposed to a seat on the judge panel in the Constitutional Court by Seimas Speaker Arturas Paulauskas and Romualdas Kestutis Urbaitis, offered by Vytautas Greicius, the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, received approval. 

Before the voting, Remigijus Acas, a member of the Liberal Democrat faction, reminded about a thesis she had defended in Moscow, which focused on the Soviet militia’s establishment in Lithuania and its struggle against bourgeois nationalists. Members of Parliament also brought up the fact that Birmontiene’s father belonged to the NKVD, a Soviet security unit. 

Birmontiene was among the most active Paksas critics during his impeachment. 

According to the Constitution, the Constitutional Court of nine judges is to be renewed by one-third, meaning that three judges must be replaced once every three years. This process is called partial rotation of judges.

United States and German George C. Marshall Centre, Lithuanian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Institute of International Relations and Political Science (IIRPS) of Vilnius University organized a conference in Vilnius Baltic Region and the South Caucasus: Strategies for Cooperation and Patterns of Reform. High-ranking politicians, parliamentarians, diplomats, military officers from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia and their counterparts attended the conference from Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, other countries and international organisations. The participants discussed lessons that countries starting Euro-Atlantic integration can learn from the Baltic States’ Euro-Atlantic integration road and seek to define possible Western States assistance for the Southern Caucasus states reforms, analyse the means for conflict settlement in the region. 

Lithuanian National Defence Volunteer Force squadron BALTSQN-11 troops started a peacekeeping mission in the Serbia and Montenegro province. The squadron of 100 troops has been relocated for the mission from Denmark, where the troops had been undergoing five-week training for the mission. Before being dispatched to Denmark, the troops had passed a twelve-week course in Lithuania to prepare for the mission. In Denmark, Lithuanian National Defence Volunteer Force troops received training in reconnaissance and riot suppression tactics, patrols, escorts, installation of mobile roadblocks. The squadron's paramedics, signallers, machine-gunners and grenadiers gained practical skills. The squadron is led by professional military officers and sergeants. Some of the troops have gained experience in international Balkans-based missions. When the entire Lithuanian squadron is gathered, Kosovo will hold a record number of Lithuanian peacemakers. Together with the KFOR-11 squadron, a total of 130 National Defence Volunteer Force troops will serve in the province.

Lithuanian Foreign Ministry Undersecretary Šarūnas Adomavičius took part in the European Union and Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN) foreign ministers meeting in Jakarta. During the meeting the ministers considered how to strengthen EU-ASEAN relations especially in the field of fight against terrorism and international crime. The ministers approved the European Commission’s Communication on a new partnership with South East Asia, where the Commission proposes to activate relations with strategically important South East Asia region especially aiming to support regional stability and the fight against terrorism, promote human rights, democratic principles and good governance. 

In the document it is also advised to intensify trade relations and investment, continue to support the development of less prosperous countries. This is the first time that Lithuania participated in the EU-ASEAN Foreign Ministers Meeting.

On 8 February, Lithuanian and Hokkaido Friendship association was established in Sapporo at the initiative of the Lithuanian embassy in Japan and the Lithuanian Honorary Consul in Hidekatsu Fujii. Rector of Hokkaido Technology University  Takuji Shibata was elected its president. The association embracing over 70 members plans to actively contribute to the development of ties between Lithuania and Hokkaido.

Lithuania will present itself as a modern country with old traditions at the Expo 2005 global fair in Japan on March 25 - September 25. According to Lithuania's Expo 2005 general commissioner Romas Jankauskas, Lithuania has two aims at the exposition - to attract the interest of Japanese people and to find new markets. The country's participation in Expo 2005 will cost about LTL 10 million, by half less than in Hanover in 2000.

Economy

The Lithuanian Government has approved the strategic goals and priorities for the 2006-2008 budget and respective programmes. The key goal is the strengthening of Lithuania's influence on the formation of the EU policy and membership in the Economic and Monetary Union as from 2007.


Lithuania would benefit from having a single strategic aim in order to make the best use of EU funding for economic growth, opposition Parties said. This document was also criticized by experts who said it is too broad and lack to provide concrete actions how these goals will be implemented. 

A joint research by the World Bank and the International Financial Corporation attributed Lithuania to 20 best-evaluated world states according to favourable environment to business. 
On 23 February, the estimation was presented to members of the Government, economists and experts. Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas stressed that most of the remarks and recommendations presented in the World Bank’s account coincide with the issues constantly raised by the Government. According to the Prime Minister, the Government tries to eliminate bureaucratic obstacles interfering with business and seeks to create favourable conditions for investments and export of production. According to the World Bank’s evaluation Lithuanian tax system is favourable for business. The profit tax is one of the lowest in the EU (and actual average norm is the lowest), labour force taxation is similar as in the states of similar level of development and general burden of taxes is the lowest among 25 EU member states. The Word Bank’s account stresses that in past several years Lithuania’s investment climate has improved considerably. Various researches including World Competitiveness indexes and Heritage Foundation economic freedom index compiled by the World Economic Forum recognized Lithuania’s progress in improving business environment. Rapidly increasing productivity of Lithuania’s economy is attractive for foreign investors and it should be made use of in advertising for foreign investors. The economic growth of recent years was mostly preconditioned by the increasing work capacity.
Lithuania's national budget revenues totalled 1.079 billion litas in January, exceeding the revenue target of 1.048 billion litas by 31.9 million litas or 3 %, the Finance Ministry has reported. The central government's budget revenues for the first month of 2005 reached 936.4 million litas, 15.4 million litas or 1.7 % more than planned. 
Municipal budget revenues came in at 143.3 million litas in January. Moreover, Lithuania received 11.6 million litas in EU assistance, which should reach 2.676 billion litas during full year. National budget revenues on value-added tax made up 523.2 million litas in January. Revenues on corporate profit tax came in at 32.1 million litas, while revenues on income tax and excise duties stood at 146.2 million litas and 159.3 million litas, respectively. 

The 2005 national budget projects annual revenues of 12.977 billion litas, or, including EU assistance funds, the revenues of 15.654 billion litas. Central government budget revenues are projected at 11.174 billion litas (13.85 billion litas including the EU assistance), while municipal budget revenues are planned at 1.803 billion litas.

Lithuania's official international reserves rose 2 % or 190.4 million litas to 9.534 billion litas in February versus January, the Bank of Lithuania has reported. The central bank attributed the rise to an increase in central authorities' deposits at the Bank of Lithuania, which raised the reserves by 289.3 million litas. Moreover, the reserves figure was boosted by a 107.7 million litas rise in currency in circulation and a 19.7 million litas increase in other net liabilities to the central bank. Gold reserves stood at 212.2 million litas as of late February, a rise of 1.7 % from January, while the convertible currency reserves made up 9.321 billion litas, an increase of 2.1 %, in month-on-month terms. As of late December, Lithuania's official forex reserves stood at 9.109 billion litas.

GDP OVER 2004 GREW BY 6.7 PER CENT
Statistics Lithuania reports that having received additional information on loads turnover by road traffic, volumes of services, financial and fiscal indicators, volumes of exports and imports and other statistical data, the 4th quarter 2004 GDP first estimate expenditure and income components have been revised. In 2004 GDP grew by 6.7 per cent as compared with the previous year, calculating at constant prices of 2000. GDP at current prices equalled LTL 61908 million. 

Value added like in 2003 demonstrated the most visible increase in such activities as manufacturing, wholesale and retail trade, repairs of vehicles and motorcycles, personal belongings and household appliances (by almost 11 per cent in each). More than the country’s average the value added grew in such activities as transport, storage and communications (9.2 per cent), hotels and restaurants (7.2 per cent). With a rapid rise in the value added in construction activities in 2003 as well as construction costs in 2004, the growth in the value added in this economic activity slowed down considerably (by 4 per cent more than a year ago, calculating at constant prices).

Over the 4th quarter of 2004 GDP generated at current prices equalled LTL 16883 million, i.e., by 6.7 per cent more as compared with the respective period in 2003, calculating at constant prices of 2000. 

The per capita GDP in 2004 was LTL 18019 at current prices, i.e. by 7.2 per cent more than in 2003, calculating at constant prices of 2000.

GDP changes

Compared with the respective period of the previous year, at constant prices of 2000 
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Since 2000 GDP less seasonal and random fluctuations, as compared with the previous quarter, was constantly growing. In 2004 gross domestic product has maintained the growth trend by 1.8 per cent on average per quarter, the growth rate did not change in the 4th quarter as compared with the 3rd one.

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Lithuania’s Foreign trade IN January 2005
Statistics Lithuania announced that according to non-final data obtained from Customs declarations and Intrastat reporting data, exports in January 2005 totalled LTL 2200.8 million in terms of commodity value, while imports to Lithuania equalled LTL 2473 million. The foreign trade deficit of Lithuania made up LTL 272.2 million and was by 37 per cent less than in 2004.
Exports and imports in January 2005 as compared with January 2004 grew by 27 and 14.2 per cent, respectively.

In January 2004 as compared to December 2004, total Lithuania’s exports went down by 8.3 per cent and total Lithuania’s imports decreased by 20.3 per cent.

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Earnings in the country’s economy in IV quarter of 2004 grew

Statistics Lithuania reported that average monthly gross earnings in the country’s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, over the 4th quarter of 2004 equalled LTL 1310.2 and as compared to the 4th quarter of 2003 went up by 8.5 per cent; in the public sector they were LTL 1386.8 and against the 4th quarter of 2003 grew by 12.0 per cent, while in the private sector they equalled LTL 1251.0 and compared to the 4th quarter of 2003 increased by 5.9 per cent.

Average monthly gross earnings in the country’s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, over the 4th quarter of 2004 as compared to the 3rd quarter in 2004 increased by 3.9 per cent, in the public sector by 6.2 per cent, while in the private sector by 2.0 per cent.

Average monthly gross earnings of manual employees in the county’s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, totalled LTL 954.0 and compared to the 4th quarter in 2003 increased by 9.5 per cent, in the public sector they made up LTL 890.9 and against the 4th quarter of 2003 went up by 10.3 per cent, while in the private sector they equalled LTL 980.0 and against the 4th quarter of 2003 increased by 8.9 per cent.

Average monthly gross earnings of manual employees, sole proprietorships excluded, over the 4th quarter of 2004 compared to the 3rd quarter of 2004 went up by 2.4 per cent; in the public sector they increased by 4.9 per cent and in the private sector by 1.6 per cent.


Average monthly gross earnings of non-manual employees in the country’s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, made up LTL 1629.9 and compared to the 4th quarter of 2003 went up by 7.8 per cent, in the public sector they were LTL 1615.2 and against the 4th quarter of 2003 increased by 11.7 per cent, while in the private sector they equalled LTL 1649.0 and as compared to the 4th quarter of 2003 increased by 2.5 per cent.

Average monthly gross earnings of non-manual employees in the country’s economy, sole proprietorships excluded, over the 4th quarter of 2004 compared to the 3rd quarter of 2004 increased by 4.2 per cent, in the public sector by 6.3 per cent, while in the private sector they went up by 1.7 per cent.

Backed by strong demand, construction of new apartment houses surged by 40.7 %, to 2,900 in Lithuania last year, while the number of new apartments on the market soared by 50.2 %, year-on-year, to 6,800, the country's Statistics Department has reported. A total of 1,026 apartment houses with 4,410 apartments with the combined useful area of 378,490 sq. m. were fitted out in the region of Vilnius last year. The total useful area of new apartments constructed throughout the country in 2004 made up 699,100 sq. m., a surge of 44.6 % from the year-earlier figure of 483,600 sq. m. In the region of Kaunas, the builders fitted out 770 apartment houses with 897 apartments. New construction in the region of Klaipėda made up 186 apartment houses with 491 flats. Works carried out by Lithuania's builders made up 4.834 billion litas, a rise of 4.7 % from the year-earlier figure. New construction accounted for 40.6 % or 1.937 billion litas of total construction works in 2004. Repairs made up 1.307 billion litas, while repairs and restoration made up 1.372 billion litas, covering 27.4 % of the total scope of works.

The first draft laws on the adoption of the euro are expected to be submitted to the Lithuanian parliament in May. The main law on the euro is being drawn up by the Bank of Lithuania. The central bank chairman, Reinoldijus Sarkinas, said the draft legislation will be first submitted to the Cabinet of Ministers, after which it should reach the parliament in May.

The Board of the Bank of Lithuania has approved models of euro cents and coins created by the sculptor Antanas Zukauskas. According to specialists, the models have been tested by the Lithuanian mint and found suitable for the production of specimens.’

However, introducing the euro as Lithuanian currency could result in a price jump, because people anticipate that, say analysts. "These expectations come true in a natural way. They are impossible to fight with macroeconomic means", Gitanas Nauseda, an analyst at Vilniaus Bankas, told reporters. He argued that, with the population expecting prices to surge and accordingly buying quantities of products, the increase in prices could indeed happen. It would be naive to hope that traders, by rounding down the prices transformed from the litas into the euro, would not capitalise on that. Public opinion polls show that the population anticipates a boost in prices after the European single currency is installed in the country.

Reinoldijus Sarkinas, the governor of the central bank, said that the regulations concerning the rounded prices would be inserted into the draft law on the euro reform.

Furthermore, the currency reform will require investments from some institutions. The Bank of Lithuania is set to ask the domestic commercial banks to exchange without fee the litas notes into euros for three to six months during the time of the transformation.

The central bank is expected to possess the printed euro notes and coins in 2006. The bank estimates that its most costly program in this transition will be the public awareness raising campaign, to be organised jointly with other institutions. How much the central bank will spend for this program has not been revealed, though.

Nonetheless analysts forecast that the benefit of having the euro as the official currency in Lithuania will be larger than the spending for the reform. It is possible that the euro will accelerate the growth of the gross domestic product of Lithuania by 0.2 percent to 0.4 percent.

After generating the largest-ever profit in the history of Lithuanian companies, oil refinery Mazeikiu Nafta targets more modest results this year. According to preliminary data, Lithuania's largest company earned a net profit of LTL 722 million last year. That is the largest annual profit figure ever recorded by a Lithuanian company.

This year might be much more difficult for the company, as Russian oil concern Jukos may stop oil supply to the refinery and cut oil exports through the Butinge terminal in Q2. There is information that Jukos did not receive quotes for oil export for the second quarter of 2005. If this happens, Jukos will loose his status of strategic investor at Mazeikiu Nafta. 

The government intends to purchase another 10 per cent stock thus to acquire a control block. It also means to cancel an acting Mazeikiu Nafta managerial contract, and increase the number of its representatives on the company board by two. Such negotiations were due in Vilnius but were suspended after the Houston court made a verdict unfavorable for Yukos.

Lithuania's Ignalina Nuclear Power Plant (INPP) reported an unaudited net profit of 22.5 million litas for 2004, an increase of 43.7 % from the year-earlier figure of 15.7 million litas. 

Net earnings should reach some 17.5 million litas, however, the precise figure would be announced after the completion of audit procedures. According to INPP Finance director Eugenijus Grumskas, operating profit made up about 20.6 million litas, while earnings on investment operations reached almost 2 million litas. For 2005 INPP is projecting the pre-tax earnings of some 2.2 million litas as it closed its first unit down on 31 December. 2004. In June Power plant will have to buy electricity for some 3.7 million litas as the second unit will be closed down for maintenance for approximately 40 days. Additional 3.4 million litas will be spent on heavy fuel oil that will be used for firing of new boiler house, which will generate steam and which will be started up in September. According to INPP estimations, in 2005 revenues will decrease by 27 %, year-on-year, to some 530 million litas. INPP generated 15.101 billion kWh of electricity last year. In 2005 electricity sales are projected to decrease by 35 %, to some 8.5-9 b kWh.

If Lithuania decides to build a new nuclear reactor, it will also have to take care of spent fuel. Experts warn, however, that an up-to-date landfill for radioactive waste would cost more than a new nuclear plant itself. Their estimates show such facility for burying spent fuel would cost around LTL 9 billion, while a new plant could be built for LTL 7-8 billion.

Competition has increased once again among Lithuania's commercial banks and other credit institutions. Tough rivalry is forcing banks to lower interest rates or offer other discounts. Vilniaus Bankas said that it would offer a 0.3-0.8-percent discount in interest rates to customers using the group's other services, such as pension accrual, life insurance, leasing services or investment services.

Also the expected decision of the European Commission to increase competition in the mortgage loan market may bring a large number of foreign borrowers to Lithuanian commercial banks in the future. At present the terms of home loans offered by the local banks are extremely favourable. 

Although last year the country’s commercial banks were enthusiastic about the mortgage loan boom, analysts have also noted the increased number of insolvencies. The overly large debt burden has caused problems for about 400,000 Lithuanian residents. According to analysts, the figure is really threatening, as the total number of employed people in Lithuania is only 1.2 million.

Real estate experts have noted that rental prices are falling in many cities across Lithuania. A particular slump has been observed in the prices of offices, with commercial and retail space expected to follow suit no later than next year. The owners of private properties are also forced to lower rental prices as their hopes for a surge in the number of foreign tenants after Lithuania's EU accession fell through. Steponas Deveikis, the head of the property investment unit of real estate corporation Matininkai, said Lithuania's real estate market is characterised by efficient conditions as real estate prices are increasing while rental rates are falling. In February, rental was 8-10 percent cheaper than a year earlier, he said. "The trend is clear: it will be possible to rent offices, apartments houses and later also commercial premises at lower prices, because supply is on the rise," the expert said.

The Lithuanian State Tax Inspectorate has pressed a LTL 21.2-million tax arrears claim to Vilniaus Bankas, controlled by the Scandinavian financial group SEB. VB has the right to appeal claim, and appeals may be extended for years. Tax inspectors based their claim for LTL 21.2 million on their conclusion that VB failed to carry out its obligations to the state in 2002 and 2003 and violated the investment agreement, which had given the bank a five-year grace period for some taxes.

The Lithuanian Government has allocated 834.902 million litas for the construction and upgrading of roads in 2005. On 9 February, the Government approved a financing estimate for the 2005 Road Maintenance and Development Programme, which earmarks 166.98 million litas in funding for roads and streets of national importance. Another 626.2 million litas, or 75 % of the financing under the programme, will go to build, repair and maintain municipal streets and the remaining 41.745 million litas will be used for other needs.

Dutch-registered investment company Middle Europe Investment will invest 500 million litas into a project to be implemented by Lithuania's real estate developer Vyrokas in Vilnius. Final arrangements concerning the investments were made at real estate exhibition MIPIM05 in Cannes, the Lithuanian company has reported. Middle Europe Investment will make investments into a new district Kvartalas developed by Vyrokas in Vilnius. "Lithuania is on the rise. The outlook for that market is very promising and we will continue our search for interesting projects," said Middle Europe Investment CEO Jan Willem J. van Otterlo. Vyrokas intends to build a business, trade and residential complex with a combined area of 135,000 sq. m. at the Konstitucijos Avenue by 2008. Lithuanian and Dutch companies will announce a tender for an architectural project. 

The wood processing company Giriu Bizonas, a part of Vakaru Medienos Grupe, is opening the Baltics' largest particleboard furniture plant this week. The investors include the company itself and Sweden's IKEA. The total value of the project, partially financed with bank loans, makes up LTL 40million.

The furniture manufacturer Vilniaus Baldai has opened a new state-of-the-art production facility containing equipment worth LTL 27 million. The company will create more than 200 new jobs there by the end of this year. The project was financed with the company’s own funds and a loan from Sampo Bankas.

Lithuania's SBA Group has purchased a furniture plant in the Russian region of Tula. Novo Mebel is SBA's first furniture plant outside Lithuania. The initial investment in the Russian plant amounts to 10 million litas but the group plans to invest much more money in its new production facility in the future. "We have analysed the Russian market for several years. It is vast and rapidly developing," SBA president Arūnas Martinkevičius said. This is our first step toward expanding production abroad. Following the successful implementation of this project, we are ready to actively expand in that region," said SBA business development director Egidijus Valentinavičius. The bulk of Novo Mebel production will be sold on the Russian market. The plant is expected to roll out its first products in March and April. It will employ about 300 people.

The Vilnius city council has set up a fund for energy saving programmes that will help implement energy saving measures at old apartment blocks. The fund has already received a LTL 3 million subsidy from the World Bank. Additional funding will be allocated by the local council. A total of 22 energy saving projects are to be carried out in Vilnius by the fund in 2005-2007.

Lithuania's new car sales totalled 941 units in January, a rise of 10.1 % from the year-earlier figure of 855 new cars, according to the market research company AutoTyrimai . However, compared with December, new car sales plunged by 40 % in the first month of 2005. A total of 972 new passenger and commercial vehicles were registered in January. The German group Volkswagen led other carmakers in terms of Lithuanian sales with 141 new personal and commercial vehicles sold in the first month of 2005. French Peugeot was second with 121 cars and the Japanese carmaker Toyota was third with 87 cars sold.

Experts have warned that the present Vilnius airport will run out of capacity to handle the increasing air traffic within a couple of years, so extra financing needs to be directed to one of the country's airports already now. "A new terminal will inevitably have to be built in Vilnius for passengers from non-Schengen countries. However, we must first of all answer the question of whether it should be a cheap temporary terminal, or a high-quality one that would last. Meanwhile, it is clear that the Vilnius airport will start lacking technical capacity in 2007,"said Gintas Umbrasas, the CEO of Ekonomines Konsultacijos ir Tyrimai, who lead a scientific study entitled "Civil aviation strategies on the liberalised market".

In June, Vilnius International Airport is planning to announce a LTL 40 million tender for construction of a new terminal for non-Schengen area passengers. If the project gets approval of the Interior Ministry, the terminal should open by the end of 2006. This project will be partly financed by EU. 

Companies who wish to enter the Japanese market can use export promotion measures offered by the European Commission-sponsored programme entitled EU Gateway to Japan. Experts say this will create new opportunities for Lithuanian firms to enter the profitable but complicated Japanese market. 

European Funds 

Lithuanian political leaders had a series of meetings with a Member of the European Commission Danuta Huebner to discuss the EU financial assistance for Lithuania, regional policy and ongoing hearings into the future budget of the EU.

Huebner, who is in charge of the regional policy of the EU, arrived for an official visit in Lithuania for the first time. The commissioner had a meeting with Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas, Seimas leader Arturas Paulauskas, Foreign Minister Antanas Valionis, and Finance Minister Algirdas Butkevicius.

The meetings focused on the issues most acute for Lithuania during the negotiations over the new period (2007-2013) in the EU Cohesion policy, the sums which may be available for Lithuania from the EU Structural and Cohesion Funds, major principles for the programming of these funds, and some other envisaged changes in the administration of the EU assistance, the statement by the finance ministry read.

Lithuania's farmers will receive about 37 million litas in assistance for withdrawal from commercial farming. About 6,300 farmers were expected to pull out of commercial agriculture in 2005, the Ministry of Agriculture has predicted. Some 5,000 applicants would receive about 30 million litas in assistance soon, said director of National Paying Agency (NMA), the regulatory authority in charge of allocation of EU assistance for agricultural sector. The agency, which administers about 60 assistance measures, expects to get some 560,000 applications for agricultural assistance and pay out 1.822 billion litas in support in 2005. In line with rural development plan for 2004-2006, NMA may distribute a total of 2.11 billion litas in subsidies for farmers and agricultural companies.

Lithuanian companies are actively seeking aid from the European Social Fund for their staff training. According to preliminary information, the Selection Committee will propose eight projects from business associations and 18 from enterprises for such financing. The final decision, based on the recommendations of the Selection Committee, is to come from the Ministry of Social Security and Labour.

The European Social Fund has earmarked about LTL 23 million in aid to 24 projects of Lithuanian companies and associations to help them solve such problems as lack of employees, low labour efficiency and low qualification of staff. The money will also be used to draft collective labour agreements to help reduce the state's interference in relations between employers and employees

The Education and Science Ministry has started signing agreements with beneficiaries of EU structural funds who will get LTL 259 million in aid. A total of 177 agreements are to be signed, with most of the amount, LTL 112 million, to go into the modernisation of educational establishments and labs. 

Businessmen seeking EU aid rush to submit the Lithuanian Business Management Agency (LBMA) applications, as it introduced a deadline for their submission. LBMA received almost 100 applications, the number common for two months. Businessmen showed unprecedented activity, submitting 177 applications. On 17 February the agency stopped accepting applications for financing projects in the sectors of education, energy and tourism, and large industries.

Vilnius Police Department has arranged a project, based on which it will receive 603 thousand litas from the EU structural funds in the near future. The funds will be allocated for teaching Vilnius police officers English. The project will last until October 2007. During the 6-month course 600 police officers will learn the basics of English. Another 14 officers will acquire special English language knowledge over the two years. After the studies, the said 14 officers will work as translators/interpreters at Vilnius police commissioner's offices 2 in each. The use of the funds will be controlled by the Social Security and Labour Ministry. 

Privatisation

Lithuania's receipts on privatization of public and municipal assets came in at 25,41 million litas in January-to-February period, a decrease of 9.6 times from the year-earlier figure. 


In February, the State Property Fund (SPF), the Government's privatization agency, concluded a total of 61 deals on privatization of state and municipal-owned assets, which generated 17.409 million litas incomes. 

Privatization of state assets brought 14.291 million litas into the state budget in 18 transactions. The privatization of municipal assets, a total of 43 deals, generated 3.118 million litas. Elektros Tinklų Statyba, the electricity grid builder, and Kietaviškių Gausa, the greenhouse operator, were privatized in public tender procedures in February. Finnish equity company Empower acquired 85.72 % in Elektros Tinklų Statyba for 8.108 million litas. Meanwhile, in late February a consortium of Lithuania's natural and legal persons concluded an agreement to pay 5.2 million litas for 98.81 % in Kietaviškių Gausa.

The Lithuanian government amended the Lithuanian Airlines privatisation dossier, allowing any small or medium Lithuanian company or international organisation to bid in the national air carrier. The government is asking for LTL 9.3 million for 100 percent of the LAL stock. The bidders will also be required to comply with European and transatlantic integration criteria.

Danish Trident Marine, which has lost court disputes over the privatisation of Lietuvos Juru Laivininkyste (LJL), a Lithuanian shipping operator, plans to lay a 50 million litas  claim to the Lithuanian government.

"We are sure that the Lithuanian government must take the responsibility for the failed privatisation of LJL," Jesper Nielsen, director of Trident Marine said.

The Lithuanian Supreme Court put a period in the dispute between the Danish firm and the State Property Fund thus cancelling the rulings of the lower instance courts, according to which, Trident Marine had to be brought back to the tender.

The foreign enterprise has been litigating with Lithuania because it was excluded from the privatisation tender for LJL in 2003. The company offered 33 million litas, the largest bid, for 66.6 percent of the local shipping company. The applicant was denied the right to compete for LJL because the State Property Fund questioned its financial reliability.

Because the national security office declined to declassify a dossier about LJL, the foreign company recovered its right to run in the tender after a series of successful legal proceedings. Nonetheless, the government stopped the tender in November 2004.

The operator of a large tramp fleet, LJL is a leading shipping company of Lithuania.

Important Legal Acts

Although there has been much talk about tax reform since last summer, Lithuanian authorities have not taken any definite measures yet. Businessmen and analysts feel desperate about the government’s failure to implement changes. They say the government should first of all officially approve a package of long-term commitments, which could serve as the basis for such reform. After examining dozens of options, the Finance Ministry is waiting for the politicians’ concept of tax reform. 

The government initially planned to introduce 1 to 2 percent tax on real property owned by a natural person. This tax planned to be levied only on the second house or apartment owned by the same individual. Government planned to increase tax for the real property owned by legal entities, but to gradually reduce income tax from 33% to 24% over next several years, and to leave road tax (that has to be canceled since July 2005, because it contradicts the EU law). 

The profit tax, which now stands at 15 percent, should stay unchanged.

However, later Prime Minister mentioned that real estate tax could be difficult to administer and most likely will not be introduced, and other tax proposals should be revised. 

Small firms and accounting specialists have expressed surprise at the government's intention to levy a tax on private property used for business. Sole traders who operate from their private homes already pay taxes on their income. Experts say that, if the new tax is introduced, honest business people will have to pay twice to compensate for the inability of tax administrators to collect taxes from those who manage to hide their incomes. There had been discussions on such a property tax earlier, but they had not been public. Finance Minister Algirdas Butkevicius said the tax would be aimed at forcing those individuals who build private houses for renting purposes to pay what is due to the state.

On the basis of the German example, the Lithuanian governing coalition is considering introduction of a solidarity tax which would replace the road tax. The new tax should become a temporary measure, the adviser to finance minister said. However, so far there is no official information about the plans. 

Lithuanian restaurants and cafes will be required to start applying a number of smoking restrictions from May 2006. Violators will face monetary penalties, according to a new hygiene requirements approved at the end of last year.

On 9 February, Lithuanian Foreign Minister Antanas Valionis appointed Algimantas Rimkūnas Lithuanian Foreign Ministry State Secretary. Before the appointment, Algimantas Rimkūnas was Lithuania's ambassador to the United Nations (UN) office and other international organisations in Geneva. The diplomat was appointed to the UN office by President Valdas Adamkus in December 2000. Algimantas Rimkūnas, who has worked in the Foreign Ministry since 1990, was Ministry Undersecretary from 1995 to 1996 and Foreign Vice-Minister from 1996 to 2000.

Public Opinion Polls

Rating of the President is constantly increasing, and gap between Adamkus and politicians in 2-3 places is increasing, as at the same time Uspaskich is loosing popularity, and he is almost reached by Brazauskas. Prunskiene also is gaining popularity, same as her party, Union of Agricultural Party and New Democracy. However, Uspaskich party is leading the list of the most popular parties. During March ratings of Conservative party as well as their leader Andrius Kubilius has decreased.

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Three quarters of the country residents says it would be right to publish the names of the former KGB reservists, the recent public opinion survey by Spinter firm showed.

According to the survey results, 74 percent of the Lithuanian population would stand for the names of the former KGD reservists to be known to wide public. Only 13 percent were of opposite opinion and 14 percent said they had no opinion over this issue at all. The idea to have the lists unveiled to the general public is supported more by elder people, whereas young ones very often confessed they did not have any clearly cut opinion about it.

The respondents of the survey however did not have any dominating opinion about the sanctions to be applied towards the high-ranking state officials who once were among the KGB reservists. Almost 27 percent says such officials must resign immediately, 38 percent thinks that the opportunity to continue in present duties must depend on the level of the collaboration with the KGB, and 11 percent would take into account the merits of these persons to Lithuania after the restoration of independence in the country.

Information Technologies

More than half of Lithuanian residents say they are computer-literate, although another part of them would want to improve their computer skills.

Such results were presented by a group of scientists of the Kaunas University of Technology, who carried the research on the order of the Lithuanian Ministry of Science and Education. More than 3,000 people, 500 of whom were the residents of rural areas, took part in the survey.

Sixty percent of respondents in big cities said they had good computer skills, although only 50 percent of people residing in small towns were satisfied with their knowledge of IT technologies. The number however was even lower in the rural areas, 34 percent.

People at the age of 15-25 turned out to be the best at dealing with a computer.

According to the survey, 50 percent of Lithuanian men, and more than 40 percent of women think they have good computer skills

The results showed that public officials estimate their computer knowledge the best (60 pct), versus 50 percent of the private company workers, 12 percent of the unemployed, and only three percent of the pensioners do that as well.

Almost 70 percent of students have also spoke of their computer skills as very good.

Many respondents said they had started studying computer science or improving their knowledge on their own initiative, whereas others said to have been encouraged by their employers or family members, or motivated by some other kind of reasons.

The Central Project Management Agency and external experts have re-evaluated the controversial project “The Rural Area IT Broadband Network RAIN”, which failed to receive EU aid in the amount of LTL 52.689 million the first time. The agency has approved the project with certain reservations. The network developers are committed to prepare a RAIN application concept, review the budget and agree the public procurement terms with the agency.

If the Information Society Development Committee succeeds in implementing an ambitious project with EU assistance, a few years from now it will be possible to have a company registered and different corporate and personal documents processed on-line. The cost of the project is about LTL 5 million. 

According to the committee’s Director Aurimas Matulis, the money will be used to set up a multi-purpose Internet portal, which will require additional funds for archiving the electronic documents in the future.

The aggregate number of subscribers to services offered by Lithuania's mobile operators caught up with the country's population number, to reach 3.42 million users, both active and passive, as of late 2004. The number of active mobile users made up 3.05 m, i.e., 89 subscribers per 100 residents. 

Over a half of active wireless subscribers opted to use wireless prepaid cards, the country's Communications Regulatory Authority (RRT) has reported. The number of mobile users surged by 58 % last year, while in the fourth quarter alone the ranks of mobile users rose by 14.8 %, the data published by the authority had shown. 

Revenues on wireless services, at 1.08 billion litas, comprised a half of total revenues on Lithuania's telecommunications market last year. Omnitel, controlled by Scandinavia's TeliaSonera, remained the top wireless operator with about 48 % of the market last year. Tele2 ranked the second with approximately 30% market share, while Bite GSM, controlled by Danish TDC, was the third with some 20 % of total wireless subscribers.

The number of subscribers to Internet services in Lithuania surged 3.2 times last year, to reach 512,238 as of late 2004, while mobile Internet users accounted for two-thirds of Lithuania's citizens. As of late 2004, a total of 338,615 subscribers accessed the Web on their mobile phones at least once per month. During 2004, the ranks of mobile Internet users skyrocketed by 7.2 times. As of late 2004, mobile Internet users comprised 66.11 % of total number of Internet subscribers. 

The number of people logging on to the net via DSL lines surged by 86.03 %, year-on-year, to 50,686 users, or 9.9 % of total subscriber number. Meanwhile, the number of internauts accessing the Web via local area networks (LAN) surged almost threefold, to 30,120, from 10,954 in late 2003. Internet access services were offered by 98 providers, while combined revenues on internet access services rose by 29.6 % from 2003, to reach 156.7 million litas last year. 

Omnitel, the top Lithuania's wireless operator, held the largest share of internet access service market, at 28.9 %, in late 2004. Bitė GSM held 24.1 % of the market, Lietuvos Telekomas (Lithuanian Telecom) was the third with a 16.3 % market share, and Tele2 - the fourth with 14.8 % of the market.

Although the mobile telecommunications market should continue growing this year, some companies may cut their expenses for attracting new clients. Bite GSM is set to lower such spending, while Omnitel has no intention to do that, and Tele2 views such prospects with caution. Last year the number of mobile telephone subscribers climbed by as many as 58 percent, reaching the number of Lithuania’s population (3.42 million) in December.
