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March 29, 2004, was a historical date for Lithuania as it completed integration into NATO, which lasted for about a decade. Lithuania celebrated its official admission to NATO by flag hoisting, military parades, concerts and fireworks. Couple days earlier NATO's F-16 fighters landed at the Zokniai airport to protect Lithuania's air space.

"Everything has happened on time. Lithuania is already under NATO's shield," defence minister Linkevicius said. Army commander Jonas Kronkaitis called the event historic and said that for the first time in Lithuania history the land and sky of Lithuania will be protected by NATO aircrafts.
The reaction from Russia was less enthusiastic. Russian presidential envoy Sergei Yastrzhembsky said he could see no reason for NATO to deploy in the Baltics since the area was not involved in the international fight against terrorism. He said it is difficult to see why NATO forces were needed so far away from the Middle East or Central Asia. NATO Secretary General Jaap De Hoop Scheffer said the decision to use NATO fighters to patrol the Baltics was fully explained to Russia's Foreign Minister Sergey Lavrov. Russian objections were not driven so much by a fear of the NATO deployment but rather by public opinion, which is strongly against any NATO activities in neighbouring countries. 

On May 1 entrance to the European Union was celebrated in Lithuania. 

On the eve of EU membership Lithuania celebrated the enlargement by hundreds of festive events and concerts. Lithuania also tried to prove being Europe’s lightest state by organising an aerial picture taken from space for which all possible source of light had to be used in the whole country.
In one of its first acts as Parliament of a EU member state, the Seimas passed a resolution stating its intention for Lithuania to become an active and influential state as soon as possible. According to the Seimas resolution, Lithuanian diplomats should become some of the supporters of NATO open-door policy, which encourages other post-Soviet states to apply for membership. At an international parliamentary conference held at the Seimas politicians and academics proposed the establishment of an EU parliamentary assembly for Eastern Europe to encourage contact between new EU members and the post-Soviet states of Belarus, Moldova, Russia, Ukraine and the Caucasus countries. A similar parliamentary group exists for the Mediterranean region. In addition to acting as an advocate for its eastern neighbours, the Seimas resolution called for Lithuania to become the first of the new EU member states to join the Schengen zone and to adopt the euro. The resolution was passed at an extraordinary parliamentary session on Saturday, May 1, to mark Lithuania’s entrance into the EU.
In his speech to parliamentarians, Foreign Minister Antanas Valionis declared that Lithuania's future foreign policy goals would involve attempts to bring nations further east, such as Ukraine and Georgia, into Western organizations.

Seimas has removed president Rolandas Paksas from his office during impeachment procedure. Seimas agreed with the Constitutional Court's ruling that Paksas violated the Constitution. In particular, the court found Paksas's granting of Lithuanian citizenship to Russian citizen Yury Borisov illegal and that he had failed to protect state secrets from disclosure and illegally influenced decision-making processes concerning property relations between private individuals and businesses. 

The first count was supported by 86 parliamentarians, and 17 voted against it. The second count was passed in a 86 to 18 vote, and the third by 89 to 14. 

Lithuanian law stipulates that in order to dismiss the president, no less than 85 Seimas members must recognize as justified at least one count brought against the president. 

Paksas has become the first president in Europe to be ousted from his post through an impeachment procedure. 

Seimas set the date for presidential election for June 13. 

Ten people have applied to run for presidential elections. They include Rolandas Paksas, lawyer Jurate Zabelaite, former Lithuanian president Valdas Adamkus, acting parliamentary chairman Ceslovas Jursenas, parliamentary deputy Kazimiera Prunskiene, Lietuvos Aidas newspaper publisher Algirdas Pilvelis, former chief negotiator on Lithuania's accession to the European Union Petras Austravicius, editor of the Respublika newspaper Vytas Tomkus, and Social Security Minister Vilija Blinkeviciute. 

To be registered as candidates, the applicants need to submit to the Central Elections Commission a minimum of 20,000 signatures in support of their candidacy. Registration is to be completed by May 18.

Also Seimas passed amendments to the election law, banning ex-President Rolandas from participating in the June ballot. 64 Seimas members voted for and 17 against the amendments, which had been signed by acting President Arturas Paulauskas. Pursuant to the changes, no person who has been removed from office through impeachment may not run for the presidency for five years. Paksas already appealed to the Constitutional Court regarding this restriction. 

Update:

In the upcoming presidential elections five candidates will take part: Valdas Adamkus, Petras Austrevicius, Vilija Blinkeviciute, Ceslovas Jursenas and Kazimira Prunskienė. 
Other candidates either failed to collect necessary amount of signatures of their supporters, or Main Election Commission made decision that not all collected signatures  meet requirements or are original, as in cases of Pilvelis and Tomkus. 

It is still not known whether Rolandas Paksas will be able to participate in the elections - Constitution Court is currently judging his appeal and should announce its decision on late Tuesday or Wednesday

Moscow declared three Lithuanian embassy workers, including two in charge of economic relations, as personas non grata. Lithuanian diplomats say this action is related with the expulsion of three Russian diplomats from Lithuania in February after they were caught spying. Experts believe Moscow's decision will caused deliberate damage to the active economic and trade relations between Lithuania and Russia, since new appointees in these posts will need time to set up contacts and gain a thorough understanding of the country's economic diplomacy. 
Mecys Laurinkus, former head of State Security Department, has been appointed ambassador in Spain. Acting President Arturas Paulauskas signed a decree relieving Laurinkas of his duties and appointed him ambassador to Spain, a position he was supposed to have taken months earlier. Laurinkus post was taken by Mr. Pocius, his deputy. After an initial disagreement between Paulauskas and Prime Minster Algirdas Brazauskas, who urged the acting president to appoint a temporary director who would serve until the new president took office, the prime minister dropped his objections.  

The top items on the State Security Department's agenda will be the expansion of counterintelligence activities, the coordination of anti-terrorism efforts with Lithuania's strategic partners, and in-depth examination of the effect of foreign capital on the country's economy and political system.

Economy

Under prognosis of finance group Hansabank experts Lithuania will be the leader among the Baltic States with regard to economic growth. Hansabank experts think that the growth in the Baltic States will be faster than in the old EU member states in the 2 nearest years.

The experts of Vilniaus Bankas believe that there will be no major changes in the forecast of key indicators. Lithuania’s GDP this year and in 2005 and 2006 is expected to grow 6.8, 6.8 and 6.5 percent, respectively. According to the experts, lending terms should remain equally favorable, and mortgage lending is even to become more active. The shortage of FDI may slow down this growth rate in the future though. 

Lithuania's GDP totaled LTL 55.74 billion last year, according to preliminary figures released by the Statistics Department. The GDP was 9 percent higher than in 2002. Annual GDP per capita rose by 9.4 percent or LTL 1,252 up to LTL 16,000 a year, according to the report. 
The most rapid increase of value added was observed in enterprises engaged in such economic activities as electricity, gas and water supply (24.8 %), construction (17.1 %), manufacturing (14.1 %), mining and quarrying industry (13.0 %), trade (11.1 %), transport and communication (6.8 %) and hotels and restaurants (6.5 %). 

Income of population ascended (real earnings increased by 7.8 per cent, old-age pensions by 5.2 per cent), the government sector income (taxable income grew by 8.1 per cent) and leasing of commodities as well as loans for consumption gained popularity, which stipulated the growth of final consumption. Volumes of final consumption expenditure increased by 9.8 per cent among which household consumption expenditure rose by 11.1 per cent and government consumption by 5.7 per cent. 

The rising domestic demand, income of economic entities and depreciating bank loans stimulated investment growth. Investments into the gross fixed capital formation over 2003 increased by more than LTL one billion and the growth rate of it amounted to 11.4 per cent. Investment was forwarded mostly to the development of construction. 

Export rates of commodities and services in 2003 slowed down. As compared to 2002 exports went up by 6 per cent. Previous years’ rates were more vigorous: 21.2 per cent in 2001 and 19.5 per cent in 2002. Imports of commodities and services in 2003 showed a more rapid increase (8.8 per cent).

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Gross domestic product in the Baltic States

Change in per cent, against the respective period of the previous year
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Gross domestic product (GDP) over the 1st quarter of 2004 amounted to LTL 13156 million at current prices and against the 1st quarter of 2003 calculating at constant prices of 2000 grew by 7.5 per cent. The per capita GDP in the 1st quarter of 2004 equalled LTL 3818. This is by 7.8 per cent more than over the corresponding period of the previous year (at constant prices).
GDP changes

Compared to the corresponding period of the previous year, at constant prices of 2000 
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Lithuania's current account deficit last year rose by 37.5 percent as compared to 2002, up to LTL 3.672 billion. According to preliminary figures, it accounted for 6.6 percent of the gross domestic product last year. 

In April state budget revenue was expected to be LTL 857 million but according to the preliminary indices it was 2.7 percent up (LTL 879.8 million). Under the Ministry of Finance this year state budget revenue already makes LTL 3.135 billion or 2.21 percent more than was anticipated.

In April prices of consumer goods and services increased accordingly by 0.5 percent and 0.1 percent from March. Inflation is present due to the growing prices of fuel, foodstuffs, garments and footwear.

According to the Bank of Lithuania, in April the international reserves rose by LTL 211.8 million or 2.2%, and totaled LTL 9,989 million. The main reason behind this growth was a LTL 132.4-million increase in the bank’s repo transactions with non-residents.

In February Lithuania had an 11.6-percent unemployment rate, the highest in the Baltics compared to Latvia (10.6 percent) and Estonia (9.4 percent). According to the EU statistics agency Eurostat, unemployment in the 15 EU member states in February averaged 8 percent.

The number of unemployed has been falling. Over the 4tht quarter of 2003 the number of unemployed counted 188 thousand. It is the lowest number since 1998 when the results of such surveys were first announced. Over the quarter it decreased by 3 thousand, while against the 4tht quarter of 2003 by 22 thousand (or 10.6 per cent).

There were 204 thousand of unemployed in 2003, or by 20 thousand less than in 2002. Every fourteenth person aged 15 years and over had no job in 2003. A year ago there were 224 thousand unemployed and every thirteenth person of this age had no job.

There were more unemployed males than females. Males made up 51 per cent of total unemployed (95 thousand) in the 4th quarter of 2003. A year ago males made up 54 per cent and females 46 per cent of total unemployed.

Lithuania should maintain its nuclear power facilities. This was the conclusion reached at a seminar held by the country's parliament on Wednesday. "Lithuania has the corresponding technical base and qualified personnel necessary to construct and operate new, up-to-date nuclear power stations," Jonas Gylys, a professor at the Kaunas technical university said. 

The Lithuanian authorities must soon make a decision on continuing the use of nuclear power, he said.  Lithuania is to build a new nuclear power station and needs to remain a nuclear power exporter, the professor said. Financing for the new station could be raised through cooperation with neighboring Baltic States. 

The general director of the Ignalina nuclear power station also said a political decision on continuing the use of nuclear power was needed and that potential investors should be found for the new station. 

Lithuania promised the EU to stop operating the first block of the Ignalina station by 22005 and close the station down by 2009 because the two Soviet-built RBMK reactors used at the station are not considered to be sufficiently safe.

The Russian company Atomstroyexport will not receive an order to construct a spent nuclear fuel storage facility at the Ignalina Nuclear Power Plant. This storage facility is one of the INPP decommissioning projects, financed by the EU. The likely winner of the tender is the German company GNB, which already works with INPP by supplying it with spent nuclear fuel casks, in which radioactive waste is to be stored for 50 years.

Lithuanian power concern Lietuvos Energija plans to invest 75.96 million litas in a project to lay a power cable through the Baltic Sea from Estonia to Finland. The company also plans to become the owner of 20% of shares in the electricity distribution system and hopes to get a return on its investment by 2010-2011. Supplies of Lithuanian electricity to Scandinavia should start from next year and Lithuania will export a total of about 560 million kWh of electricity per year through the new power cable. 

Energy companies in Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania earlier signed an agreement to join the project. The 315- megawatt cable will cost 110 million-120 million euros. 

Other partners in the project include Eesti Energia, Latvenergo and the Finnish companies Pohjolan Voima and Helsingin Energia. 

Prime Minister Algirdas Brazauskas has called on Poland to increase collaboration on the Lithuanian-Polish energy bridge project. He emphasized that the European Union has promised to allocate funding for the construction of the power bridge connecting Lithuania and Western Europe via Poland. 

The French energy group Dalkia, which controls the central heating provider Vilniaus Energija and Litesko, is planning to double its investments in Lithuania, earmarking LTL 200 million for the next two years. In Vilnius and other cities, Dalkia is planning to expand the range of its services. In Marijampole it will build a facility that will generate the so-called "green" energy by burning biomass. A similar project will be carried out in Vilnius, and there are also plans to build a cogeneration plant in Alytus.

Lithuania’s wood processing enterprises have expressed great concern about the plans of the country’s heat suppliers to build new boiler plants burning wood waste, as this may leave furniture manufacturers without materials for production. Heat suppliers also use round wood as fuel, which may cut profitable exports to the West. Under the agreement with the EU, by 2010 seven percent of all energy generated in Lithuania has to come from renewable sources.

The Lithuanian membership of the EU changed the trade with Ukraine – now direct trade contacts will become more difficult because of conventional customs export conditions and other EU member states will brig more competitors to this market. Before Ukraine enters the WTO, companies which have branches in Russia will have better trading conditions. The fish producer Viciunai which has a plant in Kaliningrad Region said it would export its production to Ukraine from there

The State Control Service has expressed doubts about some of last year’s payments made by the National Payment Agency, an institution administering SAPARD funds. The service is questioning the legality of the LTL 420,000 disbursement made to the meat processing enterprise Krekenavos Mesa for the construction of the administrative building, which does not meet the criteria of a facility eligible for SAPARD’s assistance.

Mazeikiu Nafta earned net profits of LTL 104.2 million in the first quarter of the year based on the US GAAP. The figure, which has been reviewed by auditors, was unveiled on the National Stock Exchange. The auditors said the net profits of the refinery amounted to LTL 220.946 million. The figure contrasts significantly with the loss of LTL 114.3 million in 2002. The company has forecast net profits of LTL 33.08 million for 2004. The company expects the amount of oil refined to grow to 8 million of tones and oil exports via the terminal at Butinge to go up to LTL 13 million by the end of this year.

The Russian oil concern YUKOS owns almost 54 per cent of the shares in the Lithuanian oil company, controlling them through a Netherlands-based subsidiary. The government's share in the company is 40.6 per cent. 

After May 1 oil Mazeikiu Nafta lost the privilege – 15 percent imported fuel customs tax. Therefore retailers consider the possibility to import cheaper diesel from the East. Under EU directives 4.7 percent customs tax for fuel and zero tariff for diesel is applied to imports from countries other than EU.

Klaipeda harbor received the first cruise ship on May 9 and expects to have 56 cruises this year - twice as much as on previous year. More and more Baltic Sea cruise organizers show interest in Klaipeda port. The value of the terminal is LTL 23 million and it can accept 80 ships per year. 

Klaipeda Free Economic Zone expects to attract at least 6 new investors by the end of this year. During 1st quarter Klaipeda FEZ signed two contracts, namely with oil company Vakaru Nafta, representative of Russian chemical trust Chimtrast, and with real estate company Baltijos Nekilnojamo Turto Pletra. 

A new trade centre Flagman was opened in the Vilnius hotel Nototel with a central location on Gediminas avenue. The investment into the centre amounted to LTL 5 million and the company Armitana, which runs it, hopes to have 9,000 visitors daily. 

Silutes spirit factory owned by Kaunas alcohol production enterprise Stumbras started production of ecological fuel additive bioethanol. Silutes spirit factory production is marketed in petrol stations net Lukoil Baltija. By now investments into the factory reach LTL 8 million. It is anticipated that in future they will be raised by LTL 25 million. In EU similar factories are only in Germany, France, Italy, Sweden and Austria therefore to produce bioethanol is beneficiary at the meantime. The factory is to produce more than 10.000 tones of bioethanol per year.

Reacting to the new world market trend, Siauliu Tauro Televizoriai, a TV manufacturer, has launched the production of liquid crystal screens. The company is one of the first television manufacturers in East Europe to target this new market segment whose product has recently seen growing demand.

Prime minister Brazauskas lost almost 10% of his supporters, most likely because after initial promises to participate in the presidential elections later he changed his mind and Socialdemocratic party decided that experienced party functionary (but not very popular person among voters) Ceslovas Jursenas will be representative of the party in the elections. Jursenas also lost lot of supporters during last month, as well as other popular government ministers – Blinkeviciute, Valionis, Olekas. 

In general, in the rating of institutions government became less trusted as well – percentage of people who trust in the government fell from 32.4% to 26.8%.

According to opinion poll run by “Baltijos Tyrimai”, if Seimas elections would take place now, seven political parties will be able to take seats there: Labor Party (22%), Social Democratic Party (19.7%), Liberal and Central Union (7.9%), New Union (6.9%), Conservative Party (6.4%), Liberal Democratic Party (6.3%), Union of Agricultural party and New Democracy (6.2%). Other parties would not pass 5% threshold. 
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Privatisation 
The shareholders of AB Lietuvos Dujos, a national gas company controlled by foreign investors, approved the increase of the company’s authorised capital. The LTL 170.4 million share issue will be acquired mainly by the Russian company Gazprom and the German gas concern Ruhrgas. 

Vladimir Obukhov, sales deputy head of Russia’s gas concern Gazprom, which has recently acquired 34 percent of shares in Lithuania’s Lietuvos Dujos (LD), has become LD’s deputy general director. In Lithuania Mr. Obukhov will be in charge of gas purchases.

Important Legal Acts
By May 1st Lithuanian Parliament failed to enact 5 euro integration laws however the country managed to escape sanctions. Lithuania was to enact 65 eurointegrational bills, although 5 of them are still in the process of reading.
Lithuanian businesses are concerned as the new tax administration law may give even more powers to tax administrators. Under the law currently being discussed by Seimas, tax administrators will be able to establish the rules of their work themselves by adopting legal acts and regulations. Consequently, they will enjoy greater powers to impose penalties and restrict the rights of taxpayers. Together with consultants, the State Tax Inspectorate has drafted a tax administration law blueprint that has caused alarm in the business community.
The Lithuanian law has established the threat of nationalisation as a legitimate tool of bank oversight. If the bank's operations are found non-trasparent and a danger arises to the depositors' money, the shareholders of such a bank may be stripped of their equity. This possibility is envisaged in the new law on banks. The law is in force since May 1 this year. In addition, the Bank of Lithuania will be exercise stricter control of banks' management in order to ensure their impeccable reputation. Bankers have welcomed the new law, but are still critical of the provision on nationalisation. The president of the Lithuanian Banking Association, Eduardas Vilkelis, said the new law had been anticipated by the sector for a long time.
The prime ministers of Lithuania and Azerbaijan have signed an agreement on double taxation with respect to the income tax and the capital levy. The two countries have also signed an agreement on mutual assistance in the sphere of the customs.  

Starting from May 1, persons buying alcohol or tobacco are asked to show their identity documents. Traders decided to take the following measures after the new amendments of the Law on Tobacco and Alcohol Control came into force. Business experts claim that previous decisions taken by state authorities and causing lots of troubles for both traders and customers need to be altered since the termination of the license is not an adequate punishment for this violation. Moreover its establishment might have long-lasting impact on business.
Information Technologies
The sales of Bank Link, the Hansabankas e-commerce system, went up by 60 percent to LTL 8.6 million last year. Meanwhile, the number of Internet shops is on the rise, while their operators are planning fast profit growth in Lithuania this year.
Bank Snoras introduced system with which persons can send their personal income and property declarations via the bank's electronic system Bankas via internet +. A similar service is also offered by the banks Hansabankas, Vilniaus Bankas and NORD  B/Lietuva. 

Mobile phone operators Bite GSM and Tele 2 signed an agreement on the portability of their subscribers' numbers between their networks. After the deal, the subscribers of all the mobile operators in the country are able to transfer their existing numbers to another operator. 
National mobile operator Bite GSM run by Danish Telecommunications Enterprise TDC increased its 1Q turnover by 5.4 percent reaching LTL 91.7 million as against the previous year. This minor turnover increase might be due to the fact that the company’s client number grew up only in 1Q this year after initialising an action of lower prices for advanced payment service Labas. By the end of March Bite GSM had 640.000 users all in all (53.6 percent) which is 168.000 more than in the same month last year. Another mobile operator Omnitel increased its turnover by 9.4 percent in comparison with the previous year and amounted to LTL 191.4 million. During the above-mentioned period the company’s client number grew up 4.7 percent – from 1.052 million up to 1.101 million users, meanwhile in respective period last year the growth was 28.7 percent. According to the data provided by Communication Regulation Service, considering the number of customers at the beginning of this year Omnitel had 48.5 percent of the market, Tele2 – 27.3 percent, Bite GSM – 23.4 percent. Other service providers comprise 0.8 percent. 

Omnitel has begun Lithuania’s first public UMTS trial. The trial that was launched on 1 May were made in conjunction with Motorola.

The IBM corporation has announced plans to strengthen the position of the open-source code operating system Linux in Lithuania’s market. IBM’s representatives are determined to look for support among government institutions first of all, as Linux does not meet business needs.

Alna and Sonex Grupe have decided to put an end to their competition by merging part of their business. Specialists are convinced this merger will bring benefits for both companies, making them more attractive to foreign investors and increasing their competitiveness on domestic and foreign markets.
"Alna" exchanged 100% of the shares of the company "Alnos infrastructure solutions" to 100% of the shares of "Sonex systems" and "Sonex Latvia". Alna and Sonex agreed will become a partners with in-depth experience in particular areas of the market: Alna - in designing software solutions for businesses, Sonex - in computer hardware. 
After signature of the agreement Alna became the biggest business management solutions company in the Baltic States, Sonex - the biggest computer hardware and IT solutions company. Both companies plans to take up to 30% of the market in the Baltic States and sucessfully compete with big international IT companies.
